When U.S. mega carrier Delta 

pulled out of Guyana 13 months 
ago, passengers traveling to there 
were left to the mercy of Trinidad-
based Caribbean Airlines on the 
Georgetown-New York and Ameri-
can Eastern Seaboard routes.

Fares which normally hovered 
at around $800 for the five and a 
half hour flight between the two 
cities skyrocketed in some cases 
up to $1,400, triggering outrage 

and charges by the Guyanese tour-
ism ministry of exploitation by a 
monopoly.

Top officials from CA even 
traveled to Guyana for talks with 
top officials, made almost amend-
ments to fares and won widespread 
plaudits from passengers when 
the Caribbean trade bloc’s lead-
ing carrier commenced, regular 
non-stop, round flights between 
the two cities, sparing Guyanese 

Airlines cash in on Guyana market

The World Bank is urging the 

Caribbean and other developing 
countries to “double down” on 
domestic reforms, saying that 
first quarter weakness in 2014 
has delayed an “expected pick-up” 
in economic activity.

According to the Washington-
based financial institution’s Glo-
bal Economic Prospects (GEP) 
report, the region is headed for 
a year of disappointing growth. 
The report says bad weather in 
the United States, the crisis in 
Ukraine, rebalancing in China, 
political strife in several middle-
income economies, slow progress 
on structural reform, and capac-
ity constraints are “all contribut-
ing to a third straight year of sub 
five percent growth for the devel-
oping countries as a whole.”

“Growth rates in the develop-
ing world remain far too modest 
to create the kind of jobs we need 
to improve the lives of the poor-
est 40 percent,” said World Bank 
Group President Jim Yong Kim. 
“Clearly, countries need to move

Douglas Massenburg of 

the National Park Service 
has been wanting to have 
Illyasah Shabazz, daughter 
of Malcolm X, speak as part 
of the African Burial Ground  
programming for a long 
time. This year, June 19, 
became that day. The date 
is also called Juneteenth, 
known as Emancipation 
Day, and is the oldest known 
celebration commemorat-

ing the ending of slavery in 
the United States. 

On June 19, 1865, Union 
soldiers, led by Major Gen-
eral Gordon Granger, land-
ed at Galveston, Texas with 
news that the Civil War had 
ended. General Order No. 3 
stated, “The people of Texas 
are informed that in accord-
ance with a Proclamation 
from the Executive of the 
United States, all slaves are 
free.”

Commemorating the 

Civil Rights movement as 
part of the park’s annual 
Juneteenth celebration, Ms. 
Shabazz gave a powerful 
lecture about civil rights, 
sharing her personal expe-
riences while growing up as 
the child of Malcolm X. 

She emphasized the 
importance of knowing 
where one came from–
one’s history. And, she 
was referring to the spec-
trum of Africans in the 
Diaspora and their history, 

Africa, slavery, historical 
moments and movements, 
and notable figures in Afri-
can Diaspora history.  Her 
father, Malcomb X is one of 
the great figures in Ameri-
can history. 

Following the presenta-
tion, Ms. Shabazz responded 
to questions from the audi-
ence and then signed her 
latest children’s book “Mal-
comb Little: The Boy Who 
Grew Up To Become Mal-

Bajan, Jamaican, Trini-
dadian, Cuban, Haitian 
and Pan-Caribbean are 
some of the eats from 35 
participating restaurants 
that one can sample or 
indulge in at eat-in or 
take-out restaurants and 
even supper clubs with 
live music. Callaloo, griot, 
roti, stewed or jerk meats, 
doubles, Trini-Chinese and 
Caribbean fruit punches 
are among the bold and 
bright, savory and spicy, 
nuanced flavors that make 
up the many cultures and 
cuisines in the world of 
Caribbeans in New York. 
For the non-red meat eat-
ers, some restaurants offer 
fresh oysters, Caribbean-
style vegan, veggie burg-
ers, jerk seitan, aloe pies 
and pepper shrimp.

WIADCA consulted with 
the Brooklyn Chamber of 
Commerce and a team of 
four from WIADCA pulled 
together the first citywide 
focus on Caribbean eats. 
Ms. Alexander cites one of 
the main goals, “We want 
to give a boost to small 
Caribbean-owned restau-
rants; most are mom and 
pop.”

 The BCC was experi-
enced with two other suc-
cessful “restaurant weeks” 
this year – Italian and 
Kosher – so BCC was the 
perfect partner, even as 
the event extended beyond 
Brooklyn boundaries. 

“We did it in one month. 
We identified and invited 
100 restaurants to partici-
pate and over 40 respond-
ed,” says Ms. Alexander.  
(Some saying they will do 
it next year.) The use of 
social media and e-mail 
blasts were used exten-
sively to get the word out, 
including the Caribbean 
Restaurant Week New 

York Facebook page. 
This year, the bulk of the 

restaurants are in Brook-
lyn with two in Queens, 
and two in Manhattan. 
Next year, Ms. Alexander 
is sure to find participa-
tion from the other bor-
oughs.

er told Caribbean Americans 
that it would be impossible 
to imagine New York City 
with out them, noting that 
the nationals have made the 
city a great place to live.

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Antigua 
One day after taking up the 

position as Antigua and Barbuda’s 
prime minister, Gaston Browne 
has signed a Memorandum 
of Agreement (MOA) with Yida 
International Investment Antigua 
Ltd to pave the way for a two-
billion investment project in the 
twin-island state.

According to a government 
press release, the MOA emerged 
after an eight-
hour session of 
negotiations on 
Saturday June 14, 
2014.

Yida International is expected 
to invest over $200 million 
annually in the economy over the 
next l0 years, as well as provide 
an Antigua & Barbuda presence 
in the People’s Republic of China 
to attract additional economically 
viable investments.

Prime Minister Browne said, 
“I promised the people that my 
administration would bring the 
type of investments to the country 
that will transform Antigua 
& Barbuda into an economic 
powerhouse and I am serious 
about that promise.”

“The Memorandum of 
Agreement is the result of our 
determination to work in the 
interest of the people of the 
country,” he added.

Yida investors say the initiative 
will see the transformation of 
Guiana Island and surrounding 
lands via the construction of five-
star hotels.

Thirteen hundred (1,300) 
residential units, a casino, 
conference center, 27-hole golf 
course, marina and landing 
facilities, as well as a commercial, 
retail and sports facility will also 
be built.

Guyana
The Guyana government is 

urging students to repay loans 

granted for their higher education 
even as it indicated that it would 
continue to meet the expenses 
despite the cut in 
budget allocation 
this year.

Finance Min-
ister Dr. Ashni 
Singh said that while the govern-
ment is reviewing the Guy $450 
million allocation in the budget 
for the loan scheme, he however, 
lamented that the current level of 
repayment of the loans is unsat-
isfactory and that measures were 
being contemplated in terms of 
alternative courses of action to 
encourage greater level of compli-
ance.

A government statement said 

that over the years, a vast majority 
of the student population at the 
University of Guyana have ben-
efited from student loans and that 
large percentage of new entries 
continue to apply for this facility. 

The loan facility is designed 
to assist Guyanese students, who, 
otherwise, would not have been 
able to pursue tertiary education 
in a field of their choice and in so 
doing, secure a brighter future for 
themselves and their families.

Grenada
The World Trade Organiza-

tion (WTO) will conduct a Thir5d 
Trade Policy (TPR) on member 
countries of the Organization of 
Eastern Caribbean States (OECS), 

which will take place in Geneva 
this week.

The TTR process is mandat-
ed by Annex 3 of the Marrakech 
Agreement which forms part of 
the WTO body of agreements.

Developing countries such 
as those in the 
OECS grouping 
are mandated to 
undergo a TPR 
every six years.

The WTO said the purpose of the 
TPR is to contribute to improved 
adherence by all members to rules, 
discipline and commitments made 
under the multilateral trade agree-
ments and, where applicable, the 
plurilateral trade agreements, to 
ensure the smoother functioning 

of the multilateral trading sys-
tem, by achieving greater trans-
parency in, and understanding of, 
the trade policies and practices of 
member states.

Grenada’s Ambassador to the 
WTO, Dr. Patrick Antoine, will 
deliver a statement on behalf of 
the OECS that comprises Antigua 
& Barbuda, Dominica, Grenada, 
St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the 
Grenadines and St. Kitts-Nevis at 
the opening of the TPR.

Haiti
Law enforcement officials are 

searching for seven prisoners who 
escaped from a police station in 
Petit Goave injuring a police offic-
er in the process.

The authorities said that one 
of the prisoners had thrown a liq-
uid in the face of the officer as he 
opened the cell door to attend to 
another inmate who had request-
ed help.

The officer was wounded as the 
prisoners sought 
to take his fire-
arm during their 
escape recently.

The authori-
ties have named the seven escap-
ees, noting that three others who 
came to his assistance had refused 
to flee the prison.

 
Jamaica

The International Monetary 
Fund (IMF) will pay a visit to 
Jamaica by the end of this month.

This is according to a statement 
issued by the Ministry of Finance,

Tourism Minister Cecil “Ces” 

McKie says he recently held dis-
cussions with his Guyanese coun-
terpart, Mohamed Irfaan Ali, in 
twining the tourism product in 
both countries. 

On a stop-over in New York over 
the last weekend, after attending 
a major Spain-Caribbean Com-
munity (CARICOM) seminar in 
Madrid, McKie told Caribbean 
Life, in an exclusive interview, 
that he held wide-ranging talks 
with Ali surrounding the market-
ing of both countries as a com-
mon tourism package.

“We also looked at several 
investment opportunities with 
Guyana,” said McKie, disclos-
ing that Guyana is assisting 
the nation in getting the South 
American Airline, COPA, to travel 
to St. Vincent and the Grenadines 
on completion of the Argyle Inter-
national Airport.   

He further reiterated previous 
statements that the Dr. Ralph 
E. Gonsalves administration is 
holding talks with other interna-
tional airlines “to come directly to 
St. Vincent and the Grenadines” 

when the airport becomes fully 
operational.

McKie said he met with Ali on 
the margins of last week’s Spain-
CARICOM seminar, which was 
attended by a number of regional 
tourism ministers and represent-
atives.

A Guyanese tourism statement 
said while St. Vincent and the 
Grenadines is known for its “won-
derful beaches, sunshine, waters,” 
Guyana is a “fantastic destination 
for Eco (ecology) and Nature tour-
ist and lovers.”

“Both ministers believe that 
combining the two products 
would make both destinations 
more competitive and appealing 
for the international market,” the 
statement said. 

“Both countries are working 
on improving their international 
airports. Whilst Guyana is imple-
menting an absolutely essential 
upgrade of its facilities, St. Vin-
cent [and the Grenadines] is simi-
larly completing a new interna-
tional airport,” it added. 

“Both ministers spoke of the 
immense potential these facilities 
will fulfill for the two countries,” 

it continued. 
McKie said regional ministers 

and tourism officials were able to 
get a “first-hand look” at Spain’s 
tourism product by visiting muse-
ums and other sites, and by look-
ing at “areas on how to strate-
gize.”

“Spain and CARICOM have 
a very good working relation-
ship,” he said. “We’re looking to 
strengthen our partnership with 
Spain – the whole question of con-
nectivity; the question of airlines; 
the use of technology; the various 
types of tourism they have to uti-
lize (heritage, the use of movies). 
They were able to use these types 
of activities to advance the tour-
ism product.”

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passengers from annoying 
stopovers in Trinidad.

Now the aviation land-
scape is about to change 
for the better, with serious 
competition looming on 
the summer horizon.

Three new airlines, Pan-
amanian flag carrier, COPA 
Airlines, Insel Air, the 
Dutch Caribbean’s main 
symbol in the skies oper-
ating out of Curacao and 
Dynamic Air out of New 
York are set to compete 
with Caribbean Air and Fly 
Jamaica this summer.

Upstart carrier, Fly 
Jamaica which appeared 
on the aviation horizon 
last spring is about to cel-
ebrate a full trouble-free 
year operating between 
Guyana, Jamaica, New 
York and Canada.

It is owned by veteran 
Guyanese aviator Captain 
Ronald Reece and Jamai-
can Captain Lloyd Tai and 
has designs on other routes 
including South Ameri-
can markets like Brazil 
and Suriname. It recently 
bought a Boeing 767 in 

addition to a 757 it had 
acquired at start up.

As the summer peak 
gets going albeit even 
slowly, Insel Air rolled out 
its Guyana-Dutch Carib-
bean service mid last week 
to much fanfare, opening 
new routes to tourists and 
the business community 
which up until now, had 
to endure overnight tran-
sits or lengthy stopovers 
in Trinidad, Venezuela and 
other destinations to get 
to Dutch Caribbean cities 
like Curacao, Bonaire and 
Aruba in a matter of hours 
rather than a day.

COPA, meanwhile, 
which is widely regarded as 
the Central American avia-
tion bully, is set to begin 
its Georgetown flights 
in mid July, opening up 
easy access to exotic des-
tinations like Cuba, Belize, 
Guatemala, Mexico and 
others. These would have 
been previously accessed 
via Miami, in many cases 
by way of overnight sleep-
overs there.

Dynamic on the other 
hand was scheduled to 

commence service this 
week out of New York. It is 
more of a chartered serv-
ice, which is being adapted 
to work the Guyana route 
on a scheduled basis. 

As passengers and tour-
ism officials watch on with 
excitement, one thing is 
becoming clear and that 
is there is now more com-
petition on the routes and 
fares are expected to fall 
as people such as Tour-
ism Minister Irfaan Ali and 
Airports Authority Chief 
Ramesh Dookhoo predict.

“We are against predato-
ry pricing and we saw that 
last year. That is one of 
the reasons why Delta had 
pulled out, citing predatory 
pricing by Caribbean until 
it had captured the mar-
ket then took fares right 
back up. That should cease 
now,” Dookhoo told this 
publication this week.

And even though pas-
sengers are expected to be 
happier than a year ago 
when Delta quit without 
explanation, the aviation 
scene is a far cry from the 
late 70s and 80s.

The U.S. Senate held a vote 

recently to bring up legislation 
allowing student debt holders to 
refinance old loans at lower cur-
rent interest rates. The motion 
to debate the “Bank on Students 
Emergency Loan Refinancing 
Act” (S. 2432) garnered a 56-38 
majority but fell short of the 60 
votes needed to open debate.

Republicans cast 37 of the 38 
“no” votes. Only three Repub-
licans joined 53 Democrats 
and Independents in voting to 
debate the bill.

For members of the col-
lege and high school classes of 
2014, and for past graduates, 
this effort to tackle the student 
debt issue is sorely needed. For 
whether their degrees are in 
math, science, history or Eng-
lish, our graduates are coming 
out of college schooled in some-
thing else entirely: the crushing 
weight of student loan debt.

With outstanding student 
debt now topping $1.2 trillion, 
40 million Americans are fac-
ing the consequences of our 
failing national commitment to 
higher education. This situation 
poses a threat to America’s eco-
nomic vitality and its promise of 
opportunity.

The Federal Reserve reports 
that growing student loan debt 
is holding borrowers back from 
buying homes and cars. This is 
bad news for an economy still 
trying to get its mojo back since 
the Great Recession.

And student loans have 
turned into a big business for 
the U.S. Department of Educa-
tion, which reportedly made a 
profit of $41.3 billion from fed-
eral student loans last year. If 
the agency were a corporation, 
it would be one of the most prof-
itable in the world.

It’s time to address the stu-
dent debt crisis and the toll 

it’s taking on the economy. 
Allowing refinancing will save 
borrowers thousands of dol-
lars in interest payments. That 
will free up disposable income, 
boost consumer spending, and 
strengthen the economy.

However, to fix the overall 
student debt picture, we need to 
think even bigger – big enough 
to put “free college” back on the 
national agenda. Does free col-
lege sounds like magical think-
ing? It’s more like a walk down 
memory lane.

Fifty years ago in California, 
tuition-free college wasn’t pie 
in the sky, it was state policy. In 
1964, a world-class education in 
the public University of Califor-
nia system came with free tui-
tion and fees totaling just $220 
for the year.

At the 1964 minimum wage 
of $1.25 an hour, you could earn 
$220 in four and a half weeks of 
full-time work. That means a 
University of California student 
50 years ago could earn enough 
to pay for a year’s college costs 
by flipping burgers for a month 
in the summer.

Today, even at in-state rates, 
with tuition and fees averag-
ing $8,893 for the 2013-2014 
school year, it would take seven 
months of full-time work at the 
$7.25 federal minimum wage to 
make that much.

What’s changed since 1964? 
A massive public disinvestment 
from higher education has shift-
ed the costs of college onto stu-
dents and families. Just in the 

past few years, state funding 
per student was cut by an aver-
age of 27 percent nationwide.

Private interests have filled 
the void, transforming college 
finance into a vehicle for finan-
cial industry profits. Private 
lenders have moved aggressive-
ly into the student loan mar-
ket, offering loans with interest 
rates in the double digits. The 
explosion of student loan debt 
has also fueled a burgeoning 
student loan debt collection 
industry.

Translation: Wall Street has 
turned our college students 
into a new cash cow.

It doesn’t have to be this 
way. If we’re serious about giv-
ing our children and grandchil-
dren real freedom – freedom 
from student debt – we need to 
reverse the trend of public dis-
investment, put a stop to pri-
vate profiteering, and recom-
mit to free college in America. 
Then we need to marshal the 
resources to make it happen. 
Ending offshore tax giveaways 
to multinational corporations 
and millionaires would be one 
way to get there.

Is solving the student debt 
crisis going to take a fight, 
given the political clout of the 
financial interests that are 
making big money off the sta-
tus quo? Of course. But it’s a 
fight worth having.

Let’s make college in Amer-
ica what it should be: a free, 
shared vehicle for building an 
educated people, not another 
costly way for special interests 
to take us for a ride.

Coming to America was no 

easy transition for sports aficio-
nados arriving as immigrants 
from the Caribbean. In Jamai-
ca, track and field, soccer AKA 
football and cricket were the 
seasonal attractions. Therefore, 
when I attended Theodore Roo-
sevelt High School in the Bronx 
to find a soccer team in place, it 
was assurance that a measure of 
familiarly would prevail. 

The entire team was com-
prised of players either from 
foreign countries or had parents 
who had migrated here. Most 
were Europeans. The best of the 
lot was Rene, a Cuban center 
fielder who resembled Brazil’s 
best, Pele.

Watching the team play was 
like revisiting Bob Marley’s 
music. 

And although the sport 
seemed to gradually build 
recruits, there was little passion 
to gloat when Pele was king.

Sure, the U.S. has been com-
peting in World Cup since the 
1930’s. Neither could the play-
ers nor country be considered 
Yankee-come-lately. After qual-
ifying in 1934, withdrawing 
participation in 1938, the team 
remained a bystander until 1950 
when they resurfaced. It was 
not until 1990 that the U.S. 
qualified again. A year earlier 
during the CONCACAF Cham-
pionships, the Yanks gained 
confidence winning 1–0 against 
Trinidad and Tobago. It marked 
the U.S.’s first away win in near-

ly two years and earned the 
United States its first World Cup 
appearance in 40 years. Perhaps 
the upward climb started then 
because in 1994 when the U.S. 
hosted the contest I recall being 
on a flight to California and the 
pilot on a United Airlines flight 
announced the score to a game 
versus Brazil. Brazil scored a 1-0 
victory and it felt like the worst 
turbulence. 

Americans it seemed had 
caught the fever and have not 
cooled towards the global game 
of champions.

Fast forward to 2010 when 
FIFA World Cup moved to South 
Africa, U.S. fans blew into 
vuvuzelas as if the horn repre-
sented a hat-trick. Four years 
later, 180,000 Americans pur-
chased tickets to spread across 
the Amazon to see team USA 
play a game that is now broad-
cast on ESPN and WABC.

In this same year it seems 
everyone is talking about Por-
tugal’s fearless Cristiano Ron-
aldo. It is hard to imagine that 
since graduation from Hunter 
College a movie titled “Bend 
It Like Beckam” sold audiences 
to the skill of England’s David 
Beckam.”

All this has happened over 
a relatively short time-frame. 
The underdog sport of America 
-- soccer -- is number two for 
young sports-minded Ameri-
cans. Named the second most 
popular sport among a genera-
tion of 12 to 24 year-olds, the

College graduates need a 
debt free future

Change has come to 
sports in the USA
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It is appropriate to ask how much 
deference is due a prisoner of war 
after his or her release, perhaps 
more so in light of the eruption of 
unseemly hostility that surround-
ed the recent release of Army Sgt. 
Bowe Bergdahl after he was held 
captive for five years in Afghani-
stan. But the angry response to the 
Bergdahl release and swap for five 
supposedly bad guys held by the 
U.S. made for quite a contrast with 
another well-known p.o.w whose 
red-carpet ride continues, decades 
after his release from imprison-
ment in North Vietnam. Does the 
case of Senator John McCain beg 
the question of there being pos-
sibly some over-compensating in 
the goodwill bonanza the senator 
has enjoyed?  

No one is about to deny McCain 
his country’s respect and gratitude 
for his record of outstanding serv-
ice in the Vietnam war. That he 
chose to follow his time in the mil-
itary with further national service 
as, first, a member of Congress 
and subsequently a senator, speaks 
to a patriotic bent in the man that 
is obviously beyond question. But 
the idea of McCain having a vir-
tual hammer lock on media expo-
sure as he spouts his unabashedly 

hawkish views ad nauseam leaves 
you to wonder if there hasn’t been 
some tacit “hands off McCain” 
understanding among the folks 
who ”run things.” Much to the 
chagrin of the lot of us.

In the midst of all the polit-
ical sparring about the current 
deepening chaos in Iraq, there he 
was, in full flight the other day, 
railing against those who posit 
that the nation has become war 
weary. Who, in heaven’s name, 
would dare question – after mil-
itary engagement in Iraq since 
2003 and Afghanistan even longer 
– that the country is indeed very 
war weary? The super-hawk sena-
tor from Arizona, that’s who.

Another former military man, 
Senator Lindsey Graham, no 
slouch of a hawk himself, has fre-
quently been a sort of McCain fox-
hole companion, invariably on the 
same page, delivering tough talk 
about some muscular action by 
the U.S. military that is the proper 
response to a problem in this or 
that location around the world. 
The two advocates of American 
big-stick policy abroad are now 
regularly billed as the GOP’s go-to 
foreign policy expertise team, 
but McCain has to be considered 

the senior partner in this deal. If 
only for the “ultimate authority” 
role that the media seems to have 
assigned him. It’s uncanny, this 
constant bull rush toward McCain 
by  mainstream media, as if to 
suggest that utterances from him 
had somewhat of a Delphic oracle 
status. All of this for a guy whose 
predictable pronouncements about 
the Obama administration’s  for-
eign policy failings have all the 
originality of the latest Elvis con-
test  winner.  

I mean, how truly newsworthy 
could it be if it’s known well in 
advance that the same tired lines 
about the use of American military 
resources for any skirmish pop-
ping up anywhere are the guar-
anteed sum total of the McCain 
contribution? Now he’s into get-
ting on the American public’s case 
for being “war weary” after having 
been saddled with a protracted and 
costly Iraq occupation, thanks to 
a bunch of Republican manipula-

tors’ grand deception. 
How much further along this 

know-it-all path is McCain prepared 
to go? And, more importantly, how 
much longer is the mainstream 
media prepared to play the pretend 
game that stuff emanating from 
McCain represents gold-standard 
wisdom on the conduct of U.S. 
foreign affairs? A survey released 
last week by Public Policy Polling 
about the American people’s feel-
ings on sending combat troops 
back into Iraq showed as many as 
74 percent of respondents disap-
proving of any such re-deployment. 
Understandable numbers for sure, 
given what Americans have long 
known of the farce that served 
as pretext for initially becoming 
involved. McCain thinks there is 
something very wrong with the 
great majority of us for harboring 
such a view. And supposedly grown 
men and women in the media evi-
dently consider McCain as having 
something important to bring to 
the table – so much so as to make 
him the dominant talking head on 
the glut of network Sunday morn-
ing newsmaker programs.

It’s enough to make you wonder 
about the retentive powers of media 
masterminds calling these plays. 

The presidential election of 2008 
was a fairly recent happening. How 
could presumably reasonable peo-
ple think to ascribe extraordinary 
or even adequate good judgment to 
an individual who was altogether 
untroubled to have Sarah Palin the 
proverbial heartbeat away from the 
presidency? Why is there this dis-
proportionate attention still being 
paid to a man who, having been a 
frontline cheerleader for the origi-
nal Iraq travesty, now unapologeti-
cally cheers for a rerun?   

It is thus difficult to arrive at 
a rational explanation for why 
McCain thinks his is a voice wor-
thy of being listened to. The p.o.w 
angle seems as good as any. But 
if McCain does indeed think his 
prisoner of war experience earned 
him an unlimited pass to regale us 
with outdated blood-and-guts fixes 
for how the U.S. engages the rest 
of the world, how wrong, one more 
time, this guy tends to be. Honor-
ing McCain for his great service to 
country includes no obligation on 
our part to refrain from telling him 
he’s on the wrong side of history. 
The fawning media should  get 
with the program as well and quit 
this long-running orgy of McCain 
silliness.

KINGSTOWN, St. Vin-

cent, June 15, 2014 (IPS) 
- A freak storm, followed by 
heavy floods in December 
2013, will go down in his-
tory as the most destructive 
natural disaster to have hit 
the Caribbean island nation 
of St. Vincent and the Gren-
adines, with reported total 
damages and losses of at 
least 103 million dollars.

Six months later, the 
country, which is a mem-

ber of the Organisation of 
Eastern Caribbean States 
(OECS), is still in the recov-
ery phase of this crisis, 
but Tourism Minister Cecil 
McKee said several lessons 
have been learned, making 
the country better prepared 
for future catastrophic 
weather events.

“We have been dealing 
with our river defences 
and our coastal defenc-
es,” McKee told IPS, add-
ing that the government is 

not only repairing damaged 
homes but also “relocating 
a number of persons whose 
homes are situated on river 
banks in areas that are obvi-
ously going to put them at 
risk should we have a reoc-
currence of such events.”

A slow-moving, low-level 
trough on Dec. 24 dumped 
hundreds of millimetres of 
rain on the Caribbean island 
states of St. Vincent and the 
Grenadines, St. Lucia and 
Dominica, killing at least 
13 people.

Scientists have called the 
floods the worst disaster in 
living memory for the small 
countries, caused by higher-
than-average rainfall of 15 
inches, which overwhelmed 
the water systems’ ability to 
facilitate smooth run-off.

For Mckee, the Christmas 
disaster was a reminder that 
“climate change is going to 
be here with us for some 
time.”

“If we look at the events of 
Christmas Eve 2013, I think 
we can all agree that climate 
change is affecting not only 
St. Vincent and the Gren-
adines but the entire Carib-
bean in a significant way,” he 
asserted.

But simply understanding 
the problem is not enough 
– many of the island nations 
in the Caribbean are in dire 
need of financial resources 
to assist with mitigation and 
adaptation.

CARIBBEAN LOOKS 
TO CLIMATE 
FINANCE

Flooding is commonplace 
in the Caribbean, with Guy-
ana, one of the most flood-
prone countries in the region, 
recently benefitting from a 
multi-million-dollar cred-
it scheme to guard against 
flooding.

A statement from the World 
Bank said more than 300,000 
people from the flood prone 
region of East Demerara will 
benefit from reduced flooding 
and climate risks as a result 
of an 11-million-dollar loan 
from the International Devel-
opment Association (IDA).

Nearly 90 percent of Guy-
ana’s population lives in this 
narrow coastal plain, largely 
below sea level and, therefore, 
highly vulnerable to climate 
change.

Extreme rainfall in 2005 
resulted in flooding and dam-

ages estimated at nearly 60 
percent of the country’s gross 
domestic product (GDP), or 
465 million dollars at the 
time.

The impact on poverty was 
evident and many subsist-
ence farmers, small business 
operators and vendors were 
affected.

Sophie Sirtaine, the World 
Bank’s country director for 
the Caribbean, said the funds 
would assist in providing 
opportunities for all Guy-
anese by reducing vulnerabil-
ity to climate change.

“To boost competi-
tiveness, it is essential to 
address the vulnerability 
to climate risks and ensure 
that the skills learnt in the 
classroom lay the founda-
tion for future work-place 
success,” she told IPS.

Specifically, the project 
will upgrade critical sec-
tions of the East Dem-
erara Water Conserv-
ancy dams and channels; 
improve drainage capacity 
in priority areas along the 
East Demerara coast; and 
increase flood preparedness 
by installing instruments 
to monitor hydro-meteoro-
logical data.

The IDA credit to the 
Government of Guyana has 
a final maturity of 25 years, 
with a five-year grace peri-
od.

During its annual board 
of governors meeting held 
in Guyana last month, Car-
ibbean Development Bank 
(CDB) President Dr. Warren 
Smith said the Caribbean 
was becoming more aware 
of the severe threat posed 
by climate change on a daily 
basis.

“Seven Caribbean coun-
tries…are among the top 10 
countries, which, relative 
to their GDP, suffered the 
highest average economic 
losses from climate-related 
disasters during the period 
1993-2012.

“It is estimated that 
annual losses could be 
between five and 30 percent 
of GDP within the next few 
decades,” he added.

According to Smith, 
despite the region’s high 
vulnerability and exposure 
to climate change, Carib-
bean countries have failed 
to access or mobilise inter-
national climate finance at 
levels commensurate with 
their needs.

Suriname

the crackers smeared with 
what looked like colorful 
sandwich filling.

The filling, however, 
turned out to be rat poison that the grand-
mother had left as a trap for mice.

The boy died shortly after eating the poi-
son and police officers had to travel to the 
remote village to carry out investigations.

St. Kitts
Police have arrested a member of a cruise 

vessel of a sexual offence allegedly com-
mitted in the territorial waters of St. Kitts-
Nevis.

Police said in a statement they had con-
ducted an investigation into an allegation of 
a sexual offence which was committed on 
the ship on Friday June 6, 2014 in collabora-
tion with the captain and 
crew of the Carnival Valor 
Cruise Line.

The statement said an 
intense collaborative inves-
tigation took place on the vessel into the 
sexual offence, which was allegedly commit-
ted on a passenger and lead to the arrest and 
charges against a crew member. 

 
Trinidad

President of the Caribbean Court of Jus-
tice Sir Dennis Byron says the region must 
get serious about crime, noting that cer-
tainty of punishment is a more effective 
punishment than severity of punishment.

Therefore, he said, it is necessary to 
increase crime detection and have trials 
take place closer to the committal of the 
offence.

faster and invest more 
in domestic structural 
reforms to get broad-based 
economic growth to levels 
needed to end extreme pov-
erty in our generation.” 

The World Bank has low-
ered its forecasts for devel-
oping countries, now eye-
ing growth at 4.8 percent 
this year, down from its 
January estimate of 5.3 per-
cent. 

It said signs point to 
strengthening in 2015 and 
2016 to 5.4 and 5.5 percent, 
respectively. 

The bank said China is 
expected to grow by 7.6 per-
cent this year, “but this will 
depend on the success of 
rebalancing efforts.”

“Activity in the Latin 
America and the Carib-
bean region has been weak, 
reflecting stable or declin-
ing commodity prices, the 
drop in first quarter U.S. 
GDP (Gross Domestic Prod-
uct) growth and domestic 
challenges,” it said. 

“The regional weakness 
carries over from 2013, 
weighing on merchandise 
exports in a number of 
countries,” it added. 

The World Bank, 
however, said regional 
exports, including tour-
ism receipts in the Carib-
bean, “are expected to firm 
due to stronger growth in 
advanced countries, and 
improved competitiveness 
following earlier currency 
depreciations.” 

“This, coupled with con-
tinued robust investment 
growth along the Pacific 
coast of South America, 
and strong capital inflows 
should overcome first quar-
ter weakness and gener-
ate a modest 1.9 percent 
increase in regional GDP in 
2014, with growth acceler-
ating to 2.9 percent in 2015 
and 3.5 percent in 2016,” 
the bank said. 

Overall, the World Bank 
said the global economy is 
expected to pick up speed 
as the year progresses 

and is projected to expand 
by 2.8 percent this year, 
strengthening to 3.4 and 
3.5 percent in 2015 and 
2016, respectively.

It said high-income 
economies will contribute 
about half of global growth 
in 2015 and 2016, compared 
with less than 40 percent in 
2013. 

The World Bank said 
the acceleration in high-
income economies will be 
an “important impetus” for 
the Caribbean and other 
developing countries. 

It said high-income 
economies are projected to 
inject an additional US$6.3 
trillion to global demand 
over the next three years, 
“which is significantly 
more than the US$3.9 tril-
lion increase they contrib-
uted during the past three 
years, and more than the 
expected contribution from 
developing countries.”

The bank said develop-
ing country bond yields 
have declined, and stock 
markets have recovered, 
in some cases surpass-
ing levels at the start of 
the year, “although they 
remain down from a year 
ago by significant margins 
in many instances.”

Dr. Neil Parsan, 
ambassador of the Republic 
of Trinidad & Tobago to the 
United States of America, 
praised Trinidad and 
Tobago’s petrochemical 
industry for its resilience 
and diversity in the face of 
many challenges over the 
past few decades. 

In delivering the keynote 
address to government 
officials, industry leaders 
and business associates 
at the WADE Energy 
Conference in Puerto 
Rico, Ambassador Parsan 
emphasized that Trinidad 
& Tobago is a significant 
player in the international 
energy market with a 
portfolio that includes 10 
ammonia plants, seven 
methanol plants and four 
Liquefied Natural Gas 
(LNG) trains. He mentioned 
further that Trinidad 
and Tobago is the world’s 
number one exporter and 
third largest producer of 
methanol, and the among 
the largest producer of LNG 
worldwide. 

Ambassador Parsan 
also stated that the 
government’s policy on the 
natural gas industry is to 
continue to diversify the 
sector so that a broad range 
of commercial activities are 
developed. This strategy 
is intended to ensure 
the sustainability of the 

natural gas sector well into 
the future. He highlighted 
the Di-Methyl-Ether (DME) 
Plant in Trinidad & Tobago 
through a partnership with 
Mitsubishi and Neal and 
Massy, a metals processing 
plant and an integrated 
downstream methanol and 
melamine petrochemical 
complex as examples of 
the types of projects that 
are being pursued in the 

country. A LNG project 
with Gasfin Development 
SA is also being developed 
with a proposed capacity of 
500,000 tonnes per annum. 
Given the intended size, the 
facility would fall within 
the mid-scale LNG project 
category and is intended 
to provide natural gas to 
Caribbean markets. 

He touched on the 
energy challenges facing 

the Caribbean region and 
suggested a three-pronged 
solution of renewables, 
LNG and increased energy 
efficiency. “Innovative 
funding mechanisms need 
to be conceptualized” said 
Dr. Parsan.  

On the margins of the 
Conference, Ambassador 
Parsan met with the Deputy 
Secretary of State of Puerto 
Rico, Javier Gonzáles 

accompanied by senior staff, 
to discuss opportunities 
to enhance trade and 
business links, education 
exchanges and language 
training between Trinidad 
and Tobago, the Caribbean 
and Puerto Rico. Mention 
was made of the need for 
greater collaboration in the 
protection of the Caribbean 
rum market and particular 
attention was paid to the 

Puerto Rico Electric Power 
Authority (PREPA) which 
is currently undergoing 
a transition from oil to 
natural gas. The Puerto 
Rican officials expressed 
its interest in exploring 
natural gas from Trinidad 
and Tobago as an option for 
PREPA.

Honourable Eduardo 
Bhatia, president of the 
Senate of Puerto Rico 
and Congressman Pedro 
Pierluisi, Puerto Rico’s 
Resident Commissioner in 
Washington both delivered 
remarks at the conference. 

WADE is a non-profit 
research and advocacy 
organization that was 
established in 1997 to 
accelerate the worldwide 
deployment of decentralized 
energy systems. The 
conference highlighted, 
inter alia, opportunities 
in Puerto Rico and the 
Caribbean Basin, the 
changing regulatory 
landscape for the energy 
sector and the natural gas 
supply outlook. Puerto Rico 
imports all of its LNG and 
petroleum and the cost of 
imported petroleum has 
driven electricity prices to 
more than twice the U.S. 
average. It is hoped that 
recent legislation will result 
in an increase in the use of 
renewables for electricity 
generation.

based on her father’s child-
hood. 

The African Burial 
Ground is recognized as the 
oldest and largest known 
African cemetery exca-
vated in North America. It 
extends for 6.6 acres, and 
it is estimated that approxi-
mately 15,000 enslaved and 
free Africans are buried 
within its boundaries. On 
Feb. 27, 2006, the African 
Burial Ground was desig-
nated a National Monument 
by Presidential Proclama-
tion, making it the 390th 
national park site to be 
managed by the National 
Park Service, an agency of 
the United States Depart-
ment of the Interior. 

The national park site 
consists of an indoor visi-
tor center and exhibition–
at 290 Broadway–the Ted 
Weiss Federal Building, 
just blocks north of City 
Hall. The impressive out-
door memorial, designed by 
Haitian-American Rodney 
Leon, is east of the build-
ing and can be seen from 

Duane Street, but should be 
entered into to truly appre-
ciate it.  The hours of the 

outdoor memorial are Mon-
day through Saturday, 9:00 
- 5:00 p.m.

Like Dr. Vincent Adamo 
who founded Live Holistic, 
Dr. Ladyzhensky believes 
in teaching people how to 
maintain health, and treat-
ing ailments from a physi-
cal, mental, and nutritional 
approach.

Such a fear is 
largely unfounded, as the 
Women’s Heart Founda-
tion notes that the average 
woman’s estrogen levels are 
so high that it’s difficult for 
her to become overly mus-
cular. In fact, women who 
lift weights tend to benefit 
without adding the bulk by 
building muscle that is firm 
and tone, a look that’s both 
healthy and vastly different 
from that developed by men 
who strength train. 

In addition to producing 
toned muscles, strength 
training can help women 
to control their weight, as 
strength training reduces 
body fat and burns calories 
more efficiently. Muscle 
built during strength train-
ing also reduces a woman’s 
risk of injury by improving 
her balance and coordina-
tion.

Strength training also 
benefits a woman’s bones. 
As women age, their bone 
density decreases thanks 
to hormonal changes. That 
decrease in bone densi-
ty puts women at risk of 
injury should they fall and 
also increases their risk of 
developing osteoporosis, a 
condition in which bones 
become brittle and frag-
ile due to a loss of tissue. 
But strength training slows 
that deterioration, help-

ing bones maintain their 
strength longer.

While strength training 
pays numerous dividends 
for women, that’s only the 
case if training is done cor-
rectly. The following are a 
few tips for women about 
to begin a strength training 
regimen.

Don’t go it alone. Begin-
ners, both male and female, 
should always enlist 
some help when starting 
a strength training regi-
men. Many fitness centers 
offer one or two free per-
sonal training sessions to 
new members, and women 
should take advantage of 
such offers to learn how to 
use certain machines and 
the proper form for the var-
ious strength training exer-
cises they intend to include 
in their routines. If a facil-
ity does not offer the ses-
sions free, consider hiring 
a personal trainer for a few 
sessions until you are com-
fortable with each exercise 
and confident your form is 
correct. Proper form pre-
vents injury and promotes 
long-term health.

Keep it simple. Part of the 
difficulty with beginning a 
strength training regimen 
rests with the abundance of 
advice out there, whether 
“out there” is in your own 
gym or online. But sim-
plicity is good when begin-
ning a strength training 
regimen. Learn some basic 
exercises for each muscle 
group at fi rst. Once you 
are comfortable with these 
basic exercises — and it 
might take several months 
to feel comfortable — you 
can then look to master 
additional exercises and 
create a more specialized 
strength training routine. 
Speak with a profession-
al trainer at your gym to 
develop a good beginner’s 
routine and then expand 
on that routine later.

Don’t abandon car-

diovascular exercise. 
Strength training should 
not be introduced at the 
expense of cardiovascular 
exercise. An adequate exer-
cise regimen includes both 
strength training and car-
diovascular exercise, which 
improves heart health 

(remember, the heart is a 
muscle, too), helps to boost 
metabolism, and improves 
recovery time, among 
other benefi ts. As you grow 
more accustomed to your 
workout routine, increase 
the intensity of your car-
diovascular workout and 
not the volume.

Don’t be discouraged. 
It’s easy to feel discouraged 
when beginning a strength 
training regimen, as re-
sults don’t come overnight, 
leaving some to question 
if they will ever get stron-
ger and reap the rewards 
of their efforts. Signifi cant 
cosmetic results such as 

fi nely toned muscles and 
considerable weight loss 
won’t be immediate, but if 
you stick to your routine, 
you will likely begin to 
notice your energy levels 
are improving and you feel 
better, and those kinds of 
results often come sooner 
rather than later. Use such 

encouraging developments 
as motivation if necessary 
and always keep in mind 
that strength training will 
pay off in the long run.

Many women avoid 
strength training out of 
fear that will develop large 
muscles that compromise 
their femininity. But such 
fears are unfounded, and 
strength training is a great 
way for women to get in 
shape and foster long-term 
health.

Strength training tips for women
BONES AND JOINTS
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Specialists at the New 
York Methodist-Cornell Heart 
Center have recently begun 
performing hybrid ablation 
procedures, which are among 
the most technologically ad-
vanced procedures for the 
treatment of atrial fibrillation 
(A-fib), a heart rhythm disor-
der that impacts millions of 
Americans. 

In a patient with A-fib, the 
natural electrical impulses 
that travel through heart tis-
sue to control the heartbeat 
have malfunctioned, result-
ing in an intermittent or per-
sistent quivering of the heart. 
Sometimes known as the Con-
vergent Procedure, hybrid ab-
lation involves the creation of 
scar tissue on precise areas of 
the heart to block abnormal 
electrical signals which are 
disrupting a healthy heart 
rhythm. Whereas normal 
heart tissue is able to conduct 
electrical impulses—even 
if that tissue is the source of 

the heart’s electrical mal-
function—scar tissue cannot. 
This is why focused ablation 
(scar tissue formation) can 
create a new, working electri-
cal “network.”

“Depending on the individ-
ual, a wide range of effective 
treatment options are avail-
able for A-fib, including med-
ication, electrophysiology 
and surgery,” said Anthony 
Tortolani, M.D., chairman 
of cardiothoracic surgery at 
New York Methodist Hospital 
(NYM). “However, for those 
whose A-fib has persisted de-
spite these approaches, the 
hybrid ablation technique 
combines the most beneficial 
aspects of both cardiac sur-
gery and electrophysiology 
into a single, minimally inva-
sive procedure, and is a safe 
way to improve quality of life 
and reduce the risk for the 
complications of A-fib.”

The hybrid ablation proce-
dure is performed at NYM by 

cardiothoracic surgeons Iosif 
Gulkarov, M.D., and Berhane 
Worku, M.D., and cardiac 
electrophysiologists Brian 
Wong, M.D., and Bharath 
Reddy, M.D. During the surgi-
cal portion of the procedure, 
Dr. Gulkarov and Dr. Worku 
use a specialized endoscope 
to access the heart through a 
small incision in the patient’s 
abdomen. They then use ra-
diofrequency (focused heat) 
ablation to produce scar tis-
sue on the heart’s surface. 
Next, Dr. Wong or Dr. Reddy 
uses live x-ray guidance to 
thread an ablation catheter 
(tube) through an artery in 
the patient’s leg up to the in-
side of the heart. He then eval-
uates a three-dimensional, 
computer-generated map of 
the heart’s electrical system 
to ensure that the abnormal 
electrical signals have been 
interrupted, performing any 
additional ablations neces-
sary on the interior of the 

heart to fine tune the new 
electrical pathway. 

“This procedure exempli-
fies the future of treatments 
for heart conditions, because 
it relies on the convergence 
of both technology and tech-
nique,” said Terrence Sacchi, 
M.D., chief of cardiology at 
NYM. “A normal heartbeat 
is the result of an incredibly 
sophisticated electrical pro-
cess, which is why A-fib can 
require an equally sophisti-
cated approach to treat. We’re 
proud to be able to add this 
new dimension to our treat-
ment options for A-fib, and 
help even more of our patients 
get the rhythm back.”

In its 2012 “Yoga in 
America” study, Yoga Jour-
nal found that more than 20 
million Americans practiced 
yoga, a nearly 30 percent 
increase from 2008, when 
the magazine conducted its 
previous study. Among the 
millions of yoga practition-
ers surveyed, roughly 82 
percent were women. While 
those statistics figure to 
change as more and more 
people, men and women 
alike, turn to yoga, it’s clear 
that women, at least in the 
western hemisphere, are 
blazing the yoga trail.

Many women turn to 
yoga because they recog-
nize the value of strength 
training but are uncom-
fortable or nervous about 
lifting weights. The various 
poses performed in yoga can 
increase muscle strength 
and tone, providing simi-
lar benefits to weightlift-
ing. But yoga does more 

than improve strength and 
muscle tone. The following 
are a few additional ben-
efits of yoga, some of which 
may surprise even the most 
devoted of practitioners:

Improved flexibility. 
Some people are intimidat-
ed by yoga because they feel 
their bodies simply aren’t 
flexible enough to perform 
many of the poses typical 
of the average yoga class. 
While beginners may find 
the poses difficult, they are 
designed to safely stretch 
muscles. Over time, the 
poses may release lactic acid 
that builds up in muscles, 
and that lactic acid often 
contributes to fatigue, pain, 
stiffness, and tension. This 
release leads to improved 
flexibility, and like many 
physical activities, yoga 
poses become easier to per-
form as practitioners’ bod-
ies become more accus-
tomed to them.

Increased range of motion. 
Joint pain does not discrimi-
nate based on age or gender, 
and many sufferers of joint 
pain find it debilitating at 
times and at least mildly 
painful most of the time. 
But yoga can improve lubri-
cation in the joints, increas-
ing one’s range of motion as 
a result. That makes it easier 
for some people to live with 
joint pain, which may even 
subside among practitioners 
who fully commit to yoga.

Improved posture. The 
stronger, more flexible body 
that yoga often creates 
also contributes to better 
posture. Many yoga poses 
rely on the deep abdomi-
nal muscles to help main-
tain each pose, and this 
strengthens the body’s core. 
A stronger core increases 
the likelihood that a person 
will stand straight and tall, 
an improvement in posture 
that many nonpractition-

ers would enthusiastically 
embrace. 

Reduced stress levels. 
Yoga practitioners often 
tout the effect that yoga has 
on their stress levels. Cer-
tain styles of yoga employ 
deep breathing techniques 
that force the mind to focus 
on breathing, and that focus 
has a calming effect, reduc-
ing stress as a result. Other 
yoga styles may employ 
meditative practices that 
aim to clear the mind of 
distractions that contribute 
to stress. Novices may be 
skeptical and question the 
efficacy of such techniques, 
but long-time practitioners 
of yoga find its effect on 
stress levels to be a hidden 
benefit of the practice. In 
addition, research has sug-
gested that yoga may result 
in an increase of hormones 
associated with relaxation.

Heart health. People with 
a personal or family history 

of heart disease may be sur-
prised to learn that yoga 
has been shown to have 
a positive effect on those 
dealing with heart disease. 
Yoga slows the rate at which 
the heart beats, which helps 

alleviate high blood pres-
sure and helps those peo-
ple with heart disease and 
lowers their risk of stroke. 
Yoga also has been linked 
to lower cholesterol and a 
healthier immune system.  

The majority of yoga practitioners are women, many 
of whom may be benefi tting from yoga in ways they 
never imagined.

1. GETTING MARRIED TO A US CITIZEN OR
GREEN CARD HOLDER AND BEING ABUSED OR

her college sweetheart (Adam Lev-
ine) to Manhattan when he was 
signed to a lucrative record deal 
with a major music label.

This development signaled not only 
the end of their romantic relation-
ship but the demise of their promis-
ing partnership as songwriters, too.

Nevertheless, Greta is still very 
talented in her own right, which she 
readily proves when pushed by a pal 
to perform at a Greenwich Village 

dive on open mic night. The haunt-
ing strains of “A Step You Can’t Take 
Back” catch the ear of Dan Mulligan 
(Mark Ruffalo), a legendary talent 
scout who happens to be sitting in 
the audience. 

He proceeds to imagine how great 
Greta would sound accompanied by 
a full band instead of simply by her 
acoustic guitar. So, right after the 
diamond in the rough steps off-
stage, he offers to help turn her into 
the next singing sensation. 

But Greta is initially reluctant 
for a couple of logical reasons. First 
of all, she’d just decided to abandon 
her silly pipe dream of superstardom 
and was on brink of moving back to 
England. Secondly, the solicitous 
stranger standing in front of her 
reeks of alcohol and looks home-
less, and nothing like a veteran 
A&R exec. 

Truth be told, disheveled Dan 
is in the dumps because he was 
recently fired from Distress Records 
by the Harvard classmate (Mos Def) 
he’d co-founded the company with. 

Furthermore, he’s being missing 
his estranged wife (Catherine Keen-
er) and daughter (Hailee Steinfeld) 
since being kicked out of the house 
a year ago.

In fact, he was actually contem-
plating suicide until Greta’s voice 
gave him a new reason to live. 
Well, will he be able to revive his 

career and launch Great’s simul-
taneously, or will the ambitious 
endeavor fail miserably? And, will 
the two fall in love, despite the age 
difference, or might they mere-
ly return to their respective exes? 
Those are the alternate scenarios 
contemplated by Begin Again, an 
absorbing, character-driven, musi-

cal drama written and directed by 
John Carney. 

The movie is most reminis-
cent of Carney’s earlier offering 
Once, which won the 2008 Acad-
emy Award for Best Song (“Falling 
Slowly”) en route to the Broad-
way stage where it subsequently 
swept the Tony Awards, including 
Best Musical. Begin Again simi-
larly revolves around a pair of los-
ers down on their luck whose close 
collaboration yields a cornucopia of 
mellifluous melodies. 

Who knew that Keira Knightley 
could carry a tune let alone in such 
a dulcet tone? Or that she was capa-
ble of generating palpable screen 
chemistry? Kudos are also in order 
for her top-flight, supporting cast, 
especially Mark Ruffalo, Adam Lev-
ine, Mos Def, James Corden, Cath-
erine Keener, Hailee Steinfeld and 
CeeLo Green. 

An enchanting musical adven-
ture amounting to the best kept 
cinematic secret of the summer! At 
least until now.

The four CONCACAF 
teams have represented the 
region well; much respect 
was gained for the game in 
North and Central Amer-
ica and the Caribbean 
region. Costa Rica started 
the CONACAF ball rolling 
in Brazil when it surprised 
two-time World Cup cham-
pion Uruguay in 3-1 defeat, 
but four-time World Cup 
champion Italy was up next 

and all eyes were on the 
Ticos to see if the first-game 
victory was a fluke. Costa 
Rica confirmed that CON-
CACAF soccer has arrived 
and is for real and as it ran 
to a convincing 1-0 defeat of 
the Azzurri behind Captain 
Brian Ruiz’s 44th minute 
goal and sound strategy that 
stifled the Italians play last 
Friday. 

Costa Rica defended 
smartly by limiting the space 
that Italy had to operate 
and attacking with effective 
combination plays. With a 
tie against winless England, 
the Ticos could clinch the 
top spot in Group D and play 
the second place team in 
Group C, which could be the 
Ivory Coast. School children 
in Cost Rica got the time off 
to cheer on their heroes, a 

trend that may continue as 
the Ticos march forward.

Mexico quickly put its tor-
rid qualifying past behind it 
once it arrived in Brazil. 
When El Tri held the mighty 
guest and five-time cham-
pion, Brazil, to a goalless 
draw after beating a physi-
cal Cameroon team, it had 
its work ahead, as its next 
opponent Croatia was in the 
hunt for a win to advance. 
The Mexicans maintained 
their composed play and 
defeated the Croatians, 
3-1, in Recife on Monday. 
Mexican forward Chichar-
ito Hernandez, who came 
off the substitute’s bench to 
score El Tri’s third goal, told 
reporters after the game 
that qualifying from CON-
CACAF wasn’t easy, he said 
the world now gives CON-

CACAF more respect.  
The USA vastly improved 

its play in a 2-2 heartbreak-
ing tie with Portugal in hot 
and humid Manaus, in the 
Amazon region in the very 
north of Brazil. The Ameri-
cans improved their game 
considerably since its 2-1 
win over Ghana a week ear-
lier. After rallying from a 1-0 
deficit to lead Portugal, 2-1, 
on goals by Jermaine Jones 
(64th) and Clint Dempsey 
(81st) - and behind a Her-
culean effort from goalkeeper 
Tim Howard, who kept them 
in the game with breathtak-
ing saves - their inexperience 
got the better of them and led 
to a series of defensive mis-
takes late in the contest that 
led to Portugal’s second and 
tying goal. Nani scored Por-
tugal’s first tally within the 
first five minutes of play.  

Honduras got off to a 
bad start with a 3-0 defeat 
to France, compounded by 
a 2-1 loss to Ecuador. The 
Hondurans have not won 
in eight World Cup games 
all-time, but Carlo Costly’s 
goal in the 31st minute 
was Honduras’ first in the 
tournament since the 1982 
World Cup. Two strikes from 
Edam Valencia outdid Hon-
duras. Other teams that 
have so far advanced to the 
Round of 16 are Colombia 
from Group C, France from 
Group E, Argentina from 
Group F, and Belgium from 
Group H.

Southee took six wick-
ets in New Zealand’s win 
and has jumped three 
places behind only Dale 
Steyn, Ryan Harris, Ver-
non Philander and Mitch-
ell Johnson.

He was one of 350 ball 
persons – male and female 
– out to earn 80 spots 
enjoying tennis and work-
ing at this sport at the 
same time in the last of 
the Grand Slam tourna-
ments, conducted by the 
United States Tennis Asso-
ciation.

Prospective ball per-
sons are evaluated by the 
US Open officials on their 
running, throwing and 
catching ability. Ball per-
sons must start at age 14 
and over to be able to work 
at such a position. 

Then there was Jonath-
an Spence, who tried out 
for the net and back posi-
tions for the US Open that 
starts with the qualifying 
round Tuesday afternoon 
August 19 and ends with 
the men’s singles final on 
the second Monday of Sep-
tember, Jonathan Spence 
is the son of Talib Spence, 
who happens to be a native 
of Jamaica, West Indies.

“I’d rather play the net 
position,” said the resident 
of the Bushwick section 
of Brooklyn, who attended 
the Brooklyn Latin school.

“I first started to play 
tennis years ago, but I 
also played basketball, flag 
football, and wrestled.”

Spence will be a senior 

in high school and gradu-
ating next year.”

”Being a ball person is a 
great way to stay active 
and allow me to exert my 
body.”

Another candidate 
for the ball person job 
is Daquan Flanighan, a 
resident of Whitestone, 
Queens. The 17-year-old 
netter is strong from the 
back position.

Flanighan’s father 
Courney Flanighan, 
comes from Jamaica, West 
Indies, where he played 
soccer, but passed away 
two years ago. Duaquan’s 
high school days were 
spent in Jamaica. He gave 
up soccer when he came 
to the met area to take 
care of responsibilities. 

The former student at 
Bayside High School used 
to indulge in tennis when 
he was about 12 years 
while attending PS 127 in 
East Elmhurst. He did not 
pursue any sports while he 
was in high school.

Duaquan’s friend, Jason 
Ecobal, told him about the 
position and encouraged 
him to try out to be a ball 
person and at the same 
time to get paid for work-
ing.

“Making the ball person 
team will mean a lot,” said 
Flanighan, whose strong 
part of his game is his 
backhand.
