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Caribbean diplomats organize relief

St. Vincent and the Gren-
adines New York Consul
General Howie Prince has
described as “commendable”
and “encouraging” combined
efforts to date by the New York
Caribbean Community (CAR-
ICOM) Consular Corps and
the Brooklyn-based Council
of St. Vincent and the Gren-
adines Organizations, U.S.A.,
Inc. (COSAGO) in gathering
relief supplies for Caribbean
countries ravaged by recent

hurricanes.

Prince, who spearheaded
the initiative, told Caribbean
Life that, for the past three
weeks, several members of
the corps — such as Domi-
nica, Guyana, Barbados and
Belize — have collaborated
with the St. Vincent and the
Grenadines New York Con-
sulate General, COSAGO and
several Vincentian groups in
New York, as well as individu-
als, in “mobilizing” the emer-
gency supplies at the Friends

of Crown Heights Education-
al Centers in Brooklyn.

He said in the three weeks
volunteers from several Car-
ibbean countries “received,
sorted and packed” the donat-
ed items.

As of Monday, Prince said
the groups have received 23
commercial bins (equivalent
to 69 barrels) of supplies, 22
jumbo barrels and 205 cases
of water.

He also said the organiza-

Trinidadians baulk at the
tough 2017 budget measures

Well aware that the country
has not been enjoying the best
of economic times in recent
years, Trinidadians neverthe-
less baulked at this week’s pres-
entation of the 2017 budget
measures with some key sectors
like gambling and car dealers
complaining that new meas-
ures could well ruin them.

Amid fierce criticism from
opposition and other critics
about runway violent crime,
foreign exchange shortages and
declining future prospects for
the lifeline gas sector, Finance
Minister Colin Imbert pushed
through with a several meas-
ures, aimed at turning the Car-
ibbean trade bloc’s largest and
mostly normally prosperous
economy around from years of
poor performances.

But once he had finished
presentation in parliament,
the country’s gambling sector
immediately announced plans
to lay off hundreds of work-
ers because government had
imposed a 100 percent tax on
casino gaming fees, a move
industry players say will imme-

diately make the sector unprof-
itable.

The result is that six of the
smaller casinos have said they
will quit in the coming days
and that many of the 9,000
people who work directly in
gaming will have to be laid off
as the sin tax is way too high
to bear.

Sherry Persad, spokeswom-
an for the TT Members Club
Association, said a good portion
of the estimated 9,000 people
who work directly in the sector
will lose their jobs in the com-
ing months unless authorities
roll back or reduce the 100 per-
cent increase.

“Based on our meeting at
least six small clubs expressed
closure. Termination of work-
ers can reach in the thousands
by year’s end in light of the
implementation of the increase
of taxes from January 2018
Persad said. “Discussions will
begin with the Union of Mem-
bers’ Clubs and Lottery Work-
ers (UMCLW) about the staffing
implications of the taxes and
provide counselling support

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Antigua not letting United States “off the hook’

The Antigua and Barbuda gov-
ernment has told the World Trade
Organization (WTO) that it would
not let the United States “off the
hook” for its internationally-binding
obligation to allow internet gaming
into the country until fair compensa-
tion is paid for the 14 years of dam-
age done to the Antigua and Barbuda
economy.

The statement was made at the
Dispute Settlement Body of the
World Trade Organization in Geneva
by Antigua and Barbuda’s lead nego-
tiator on the matter, Sir Ronald Sand-
ers, according to an Antigua and Bar-
buda Government statement.

The Antigua and Barbuda repre-
sentative told the DSB, comprising
over 100 countries, that “it continues
to be most unfortunate that, despite
14 long years of deprivation, Antigua
and Barbuda has to appear before this
body, year after year, to report that
the United States has not seen it pos-
sible to offer fair and equitable terms
to my small country for the signifi-
cant losses in trade revenues that it
has suffered as a result of US violation
of the General Agreement on Trade in
Services (GATS).”

Sanders also rejected a United
States submission that it had offered
Antigua “a broad range of useful
suggestions to settle this dispute in
November 2013” but that the govern-
ment ignored it “before finally indi-

cating that it was not acceptable.”

Sanders pointed out that succes-
sive governments of Antigua and Bar-
buda had refused the offer because it
did not add up to US$2 million when
the trade losses to the country in
the matter totaled well over US$200
million.

The envoy told the DSB that when
“the United States makes a fair, equi-
table and just offer to Antigua and
Barbuda for the extreme harm done
to our economy” Antigua will release
the United States from its legal obli-
gation” consistent with the rules of
the WTO.

Sanders said that over the 14 years
of its trade losses, Antigua and Bar-
buda “has in no way taken any hostile
or retaliatory action against the US,”
according to the statement.

He stressed that “the contrary is the
truth,” adding that “over that same
period, the United States enjoyed a
trade surplus with little Antigua and
Barbuda of U$2 billion.”

Sanders also advised the WTO body
of the extreme financial difficulties
that his government now faces to
rebuild the sister island of Barbuda
that was decimated by Hurricane Irma
and to maintain residents of Barbuda
who had to be evacuated to Antigua.

“There would be no better time
than now, for the United States to
settle this long-running issue, which
mars an otherwise friendly relation-
ship between our two countries that

has existed for generations,” Sanders
said.
Besides Sanders, the Antigua and

Barbuda delegation included Joy Marie
King, international trade officer in the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Brooklyn pol organizes drive to assist hurricane-hit Caribbean

It’s a care package for the Caribbean.

Brooklynites seeking to assist those
recovering from hurricanes that devas-
tated the region’s islands last month can
now donate supplies locally as part of an
initiative debuted by a Kings County state
senator on Tuesday. Several community
groups united to launch the Caribbean
Relief Project, which includes drop-off
sites where residents can bring material
in order to get them to people struggling
in the storms’ aftermath, according to
the politician.

“We are in a humanitarian crisis. Hur-
ricanes have caused devastation and suf-
fering across the region and that’s why
we’re mobilizing today, across all neigh-
borhoods, to bring aid to these victims,”
said state Sen. Jesse Hamilton (D—Crown
Heights). “This partnership will rely on
us and with the neighborhood collection
sites, residents can drop donations.”

The damage wrought by Hurricanes
Irma and Maria deeply affects the bor-
ough, which is home to a massive popu-
lation of immigrants from the Carib-
bean, Hamilton said.

“This crisis hits close to home for
friends and neighbors across Brooklyn,”
he said. “Many of us have backgrounds

from the region.”

Organizers are requesting donations
of nonperishable food, diapers, feminine
hygiene products, other toiletries, and
batteries, and will send weekly shipments
of supplies to affected Caribbean islands,
including British, Dutch, and French
territories, according to Hamilton. They
include Anguilla, Antigua and Barbuda,

the Bahamas, the British Virgin Islands,
Cuba, Dominica, the Dominican Repub-
lic, Guadeloupe, Puerto Rico, Montser-
rat, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Martin, Turks
and Caicos, and the United States Virgin
Islands.

But contributions are not relegated to
certain items, according to one organ-
izer, who said some of those affected lost

all of their possessions.

“Besides clothes and those things,
people have lost everything, so they may
need a blanket, a sheet, or a pillowcase
— whatever you have and you are able to
donate, bring it,” said Audrey Caesar.

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BVI to adopt strong building codes in aftermath of Irma

The British Virgin Islands
(BVI) government says plans
are being made to review and
upgrade the Territory’s build-
ing codes following the dev-
astating impact of Hurricane
Irma.

“This hurricane that hit us
is the scale we have never seen
before, it was a Category 5, and
it was really devastating,” said
BVI Premier and Minister of
Finance Dr. D. Orlando Smith,
speaking during a live radio
Town Hall Meeting on ZBVI
780AM on Sept. 25.

“Interestingly, just before
that, we had intense flooding,
again, such as we never had
before in the BVI. Times have
changed, and global warming
is definitely affecting us; and
we now have to look at where
we are as a country and make
the adjustments to suit the
times in which we live.”

“We have to take lessons
from what has happened, cer-
tainly with Irma and review
our building codes,” he added.
“We have lost and received
damage to about 70 percent
of our buildings, and that now
gives us an opportunity to build
smarter and stronger.”

The premier said, just a few
months ago, he had received
a copy of the first draft of the
new building code, because he
had some concerns about the
way buildings were being con-
structed.

“But now, we have to review
that again; and, when we do
that, we will want to involve
the community and get your
contributions, so that, in the
end, we will be able to build
stronger and better,” Smith
said.

Speaking in support of the
building code review, Junior
Minister for Trade, Investment
Promotion and Consumer
Affairs, Marlon A. Penn said,
“We have an opportunity to
rebuild, and to do new things
and rebuild green.

“Our rebuilding efforts have
to take into effect the impact
of global warming, as we have
seen the impact of global warm-
ing first-hand,” he said.

In sharing similar senti-
ments, Junior Minister for
Tourism, Archibald Christian
said that the Category 5 hur-
ricanes seem to be the new
norm, adding, however, that
the Territory now needs to
build to withstand Category

5-plus hurricanes.

“We need to build stronger
and better, and it will take the
efforts of professionals to assist
us,” Christian said. “We have

a number of engineers here in
the Territory, as well as those
from the region and interna-
tionally, but it can’t be busi-
ness as usual anymore when it

comes to building.

“We need to be building
bunkers now that can with-
stand a Category 5 hurricane
and above,” he added.

where possible,” the Trinidad Guardian
reported.

Indirectly, Persad and others say,
gaming caters to about 30,000 jobs and
people including security guards, taxi
driver, caterers and others.

As the grumbling about the new tax
grows, some of the bigger international
casinos have also expressed fears about
how tough it will be going forward with
a doubling of taxes. Like their local
counterparts, they want a sit down
with Imbert and Prime Minister Keith
Rowley.

Similarly disgusted are both new and
foreign used car dealers, as Imbert has
reintroduced taxes on hybrid gas and
gas vehicles with engine capacities of
over 1600 cc.

Incentives to import these cleaner
vehicles were supposed to run until
2020 but government rolled them back
after just one year. Dealers said the
price of a vehicle will now move from
around $15,000 to about $30,000.

Automobile Association President
Visham Babwah said the move will
bankrupt dealers who remain quite per-
plexed as to why the incentive period

was cut by three full years.

But the administration, which won
general elections two years ago, also
attempted to win hearts and minds. All
ministers will take a five percent salary
reduction as part of the national sacri-
fice in tough economic times.

“There is something that we have not
publicized. The cabinet took a five per
ent pay cut last year because we were
mandated by the prime minister to take
five percent of our salaries and give it
to charity. We have all been doing that
but we did not publicized it. Perhaps we
should have. That is on gross. That is
not after tax. That is before tax. I give
$2,000 a month in various charities to
my constituency and all of us were man-
dated to do that. So we have been sacri-
ficing for quite a while,” said Imbert.

Some other key measures include a
cut in the national fuel subsidy, allow-
ing for annual saving of about $100M.
Subsidies for last year totaled about
$150M

Monday’s cut in the fuel subsidy will
see government saving $550 million.

“It will increase the cost of transpor-
tation and that will find its way into the
cost of goods and services. But we felt
that we could not continue with two
subsidized motor fuels to the extent that
we had in the past,” he said in defense of
the politically unpopular measure.

Oil prices have been cautiously fixed
at $48 per barrel despite rates being
higher on the international market but
Imbert said the new regime of taxes
will help pump more finances into state
coffers.

“The outpouring of support from
the people in the Diaspora showed
an overwhelming feeling of love,
care and compassion,” she said. “It
warmed my heart coming together
for three Sundays doing the relief
drive.”

McDowald-Thompson thanked all
for volunteering, particularly sin-
gling out Vincentian native Garnes
Byron for “going far and beyond.”

She said all countries devastated
by Hurricanes Irma and Maria will
be the beneficiaries of the collected
items, including food supplies, adult
and baby diapers, other baby sup-
plies, toiletries and water.

cle that Haiti has suffered
through was due to Ameri-
can occupation and Euro-
pean colonial cooperation;
other Caribbean nations
were not yet independent
and as a result, had abso-
lutely no say in the matter.
Since 2002, Haiti has been
a member state of CARI-
COM. Another misappro-
priation of the truth which
lends to the myth is that
Haiti is the only French-
Creole speaking nation.
What language is spoken
on the islands of St. Lucia,
St. Marteen and Guadalupe
if not French-Creole?

To quote the KCP arti-
cle, the assembly member
“called on the city to slow
down designating Flat-
bush and Prospect- Lef-
ferts Gardens roughly from
Empire Boulevard down to
the Brooklyn College junc-
tion where Nostrand and
Flatbush avenues meet as
“Little Caribbean” until
the area first gets a “Little
Haiti” designation.”

Not a soul
was calling for a slow down
or deliberate speed during
the two years that Shelley
Worrell, founder of CARIB-
BEING, began doing the
work of uniting the com-
munity against forces of
gentrification that aim to
eradicate Caribbean herit-
age regardless of national
origin. At a time where
unity is paramount there
are elected officials hang-
ing on to old and tired divi-
sions; constituents, take
not the bait.

This is a classic example
of politicians using apoliti-
cal issues for political gain.
#CaribBeing was concep-
tualized in 1999 by Shelley
Worrell. CARIBBEING is a
multidisciplinary cultural
hub dedicated to showcas-
ing Caribbean culture +
art + film in Greater New
York City and around the
world. Part of CARIBBE-
ING’s mission is to illumi-
nate the Caribbean expe-
rience as well as its sig-
nificant impact in NYC and
Diaspora communities.
The inaugural event for
CARIBBEING was in 2010
at Walt Whitman Theater
at Brooklyn College. The
event, the Flatbush Film
Fest was organized to cel-
ebrate culture and build
community through the
lens of cinema and art.
The inaugural CARIBBE-
ING event highlighted
three Haitian films, fol-
lowed by a fundraiser for
relief efforts after Haiti’s
devastating earthquake.

Guaranteed the green
and white sign will designate
Elombe Brath Way, a co-nam-
ing marker New Yorkers recent-
ly celebrated with the family of
the son of the Brathwaite fam-
ily from Barbados.

Elombe Brath Way is located
at African Plaza one block away
from James Brown Way and
across from a state office build-
ing and statue of the first Black
Congressman from New York
along a thoroughfare named
for the respected and celebrat-
ed politician Adam Clayton
Powell Jr.

Needless to say, the ceremo-
ny was a tribute to a martyr,
on the 81st anniversary of his
birth and one that united activ-
ists, poets, journalists, educa-
tors, attorneys, politicians, stu-
dents, a grateful community,
the mayor of New Jersey and a
former New York city mayor.

Dudley Thompson, Jamai-
ca’s ambassador to Nigeria,
Senegal, Namibia and Ghana,
described Brath as an “icon of
the Pan-African Movement.”

And because of his cultural
appreciation, first exposed reg-
gae icon Robert “Nesta” Marley
to the large New York television
population who viewed “Like
It Is” the WABC-TV show he
worked as a graphic artist from
1962 until his retirement.

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China donates US$2.5m for Barbuda hurrlcane rellef

The Gaston Browne administration
in Antigua and Barbuda says China has
donated US$2.5 million to support the
Antigua and Barbuda government’s
efforts to rebuild Barbuda, which was
decimated by Hurricane Irma a few
weeks ago.

Premier of the State Council of the
People’s Republic of China, Li Kegiang,
in a letter to Browne, said that he
was “shocked to learn” that Hurricane
Irma ravaged Barbuda, causing death
and destruction.

“On behalf of the Government of
the People’s Republic of China, I would
like to extend my profound condolenc-
es and sincere sympathy to those who
were injured and those who lost a rela-
tive and property during the natural
tragedy,” said Li in the letter.

In making the donation, the Chinese
government said that it will “stand
side by side with the Government and
people of Antigua and Barbuda dur-
ing this difficult period,” according
to Antigua and Barbuda government
statement.

It said the Chinese government
also announced that it has cancelled
the annual National Day celebra-
tions in Antigua, and will donate the
US$50,000 earmarked for the cele-
brations towards the Barbuda relief
effort.

Browne said that the People’s
Republic of China has “once again

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Nasty Barbados elections looms

Elections in Barbados are less
than one year away from the
constitutionally due time, and
though no date has been set
political broadsides have begun
with the ruling party warning of
a dirty campaign.

Within two days of each other
Democratic Labour Party Cabi-
net Minister Chris Sinckler and
party veteran, Derek Alleyne,
have indicated that dirt will be
thrown at a level never seen
before on the island.

Sinckler, a DLP member of
parliament, on Saturday, Sept.
23 accused the Opposition Bar-
bados Labour Party of spreading
rumours of himself and Cabinet
colleague Michael Lashley being
involved in unspecified illegal
business.

“They [BLP activists] intend
to put out a lot of fake news,
nasty lying information, start-
ing in other places outside of
Barbados and migrating into the
mainstream social in Barbados ...
trying their best to link me and
other members of the Demo-
cratic Labour Party to criminal
activities,” Sinckler said, adding
“it’s going to get worse. This is
not the only thing. They're going

to put out other stuff too.”

“This is going to be easily the
nastiest campaign that would
ever be fought in Barbados,” he
added contending that the unsa-
vory tactics will be coming from
the BLP as it seeks to remove his
party from government.

“They are certain people that
they have identified that they
feel stand in the way of them get-
ting government, and I am one
of them. So they have started
this campaign against me and
Michael Lashley,” he said, adding,
“this is a ‘Get Chris campaign.”

One day later Director of
the Urban Development Com-
mission Derek Alleyne declared
“it is going to be an election of
elections... we [the DLP] have to
make our re-election sure.”

“We can lose the next general
election if we do not do what we
are supposed to do,” Alleyne said,
adding, “who lives with whom is
going to come up, as part of that
election campaign.”

Opposition BLP Chairman
George Payne fired back claim-
ing that activists of the gov-
erning DLP have already start-
ed using dirty tactics against
Opposition leader Mia Mottley
“to question her integrity and

otherwise tarnish her character.
We expect them to come with
a ... charade of half-truths and
twisted facts.”

Payne said there is no need to
target Finance Minister Sinckler
because, “his policies have been
a complete failure and the peril-
ous state of the economy is proof
of that. He has presided over 19
[international economic] down-
grades, the longest period of
economic paralysis since inde-
pendence, the highest cost of
living ever experienced here, the
most taxes ever imposed on Bar-
badians, the longest time public
workers ever went without a sal-
ary increase, and the total bun-
gling of several matters includ-
ing Clico and Four Seasons.

“In terms of Mr. Lashley’s
performance in the ministries
of housing and transport, he has
demonstrated his ineffectiveness
to manage effectively.”

Prime Minister Freundel Stu-
art is the only person who can
set a date for the next general
elections in Barbados for 30 par-
liamentary seats, but while he
remains silent on this scheduled
time there is emerging evidence
that some can’t wait for the
ringing of that bell.

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Grenadian-American engineer awarded energy manager

He received a high and green
honor.

The World Energy Engineer-
ing Congress awarded a Cam-
bria Heights engineer with
the title of Energy Manager
of the Year for the Entire U.S.
Northeast in Atlanta on Sept.
26. Cyril Toussaint, the direc-
tor of energy management and
sustainability at New York City
Health and Hospitals, received
the award for his revolution-
ary leadership in changing the
scope of the energy usage in
city hospitals. He was more
than thrilled with the recogni-
tion, and thankful of the team
that assisted him.

“This is truly an honor for
me but I could not accept this
without the help of so many
individuals and colleagues who
helped me get this incredible
award,” said Toussaint. “It’s a
reflection of so many efforts
and the work we have done for
energy efficiency in hospitals.”

Since Toussaint took on the
post, he and his crew helped the
corporation see a 26 percent
reduction in greenhouse gas
emissions between 2007 and
2017, and last year reported an
overall 10 percent decrease in

the use of energy, according to
the hospital system.

As part of an energy efficien-
cy mandate proposed by Mayor
De Blasio last year, requir-
ing that city buildings aim to
reduce harmful gases by 2050,
Toussaint said he and his team
did a great deal of work and
are on the way to achieving
that goal ahead of its time with
exceptional efforts.

“We’ve already reduced
greenhouse gas by 50 percent
and we are well on target to
achieve that goal within the
next eight years,” he said.

Under his management,
many hospitals around the city
saw aggressive overhauls, as
new equipment was installed,
older machinery saw replace-
ments, and the energy-saving
lighting was introduced and
upgraded. In a year a significant
drop was reported and that took
a lot of work, said Toussaint.

“We had to address a number
of measures and upgrade a lot
of our tools and energy efficient
boilers at number of our facili-
ties,” he said.

Toussaint, who is of Grena-
dian background, went to the
University of Guyana where he
majored in economics, before

finishing at Fordham Univer-
sity, where he took on some
engineering courses. He found
his penchant for energy during
his studies.

“I'm extremely passionate
about it because when we all fin-
ish our time on earth, we must
be able to name something we
did in terms of climate change,”
said Toussaint. “We got to think
about our well-being and what
we leave for future generations
and it’s extremely important
that we make that contribution
to reduce our greenhouse gas
emissions.”

His fellow colleagues also feel
the same way about his dedica-
tion to a safe environment.

“We are so proud of Cyril and
the team he represents,” said
Roslyn Weinstein, vice president
of operations at NYC Health +
Hospitals. “Our health system
has ambitious energy manage-
ment goals, and we are achiev-
ing them, thanks to hard work,
thoughtful planning, and crea-
tive problem solving. This award
is certainly well deserved.”

Achieving the honor stands
as a reminder to Toussaint, to
continue his work and improve
the state of energy across the
city.

It may be little, but it’s a big deal.

Members of the Caribbean commu-
nity cheered local officials as they for-
mally designated the borough’s cultural
district in honor of the region at a Thurs-
day ceremony at Flatbush and Nostrand
avenues.

The local praised the woman behind
the quarter’s creation, cultural advocate
Shelley Worrell, who proposed form-
ing the district as a tribute to the fast-
gentrifying neighborhoods’ Caribbean
immigrants, ensuring their contribu-
tions to its history and culture will not
be forgotten.

“For her to initiate this and see it
through is a great way to recognize Car-
ibbean heritage,” Campbell said. “Our
culture has always been present in Flat-
bush, dating back to the 1960s and
earlier.”

Residents not of Caribbean descent
also applauded the quarter, calling it a
fitting salute to a community that has
made important contributions to the
area.

“I've been here a long time, and I'm
not of Caribbean background, but I live
here and I see the influence,” said Jan-
etta Lee, a 25-year Flatbush denizen.

cant Caribbean population in the entire
country, according to Borough President
Adams, who said the district is a thrill-
ing addition to the county of Kings.

“This is the most important area
of the country when it comes to our
Caribbean population,” he said. “This
announcement is really empowering ...
this is extremely exciting and it’s a great
opportunity to promote what we do
best.”

But other elected officials, includ-
ing a local assemblywoman, boycotted
the ceremony because the enclave was
established without consulting enough
community members from the region,
specifically those from Haiti, according
to the pol.

“We were taken aback by the lack of
engagement that has been shown to
many of the elected officials and key
stakeholders within the Haitian com-
munity throughout the overall process,”
said Assemblywoman Rodneyse Bichotte
(D-Flatbush), who is Haitian.

Bichotte fired off a letter to Mayor
DeBlasio on Wednesday, co-signed by
several Haitian organizations, that
demanded the formal designation
be postponed, arguing that Haitians
deserve an enclave of their own after
being ostracized from the larger Carib-
bean community for decades.

“We the undersigned propose that the
official designation of ‘Little Caribbean’
be put on hold,” it read. “Our support for
the designation of ‘Little Caribbean’ will
be based on the support and designation
of ‘Little Haiti’ preceding the designa-
tion of ‘Little Caribbean.’”

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Barbacos gov’t scores
honanza from spiked tax

While Barbados business
owners mull over passing on a
fresh tax burden to customers
by raising prices or to retrench
staff and lower overhead costs,
government has been bragging
about the large haul from the
new levy.

Finance Minister Chris Sin-
ckler this week reported to Par-
liament that for the first three
months of the National Social
Responsibility Levy (NSRL) at
10 percent, government hauled
in $50 million (Bds$1 = 50 cents
US) and officials are still count-
ing receipts for the period.

NSRL was introduced in 2016
at two percent on imports into
the island with some exemp-
tions, but in its 2017 Budget
government jacked up the Levy
by 400 per cent taking it to 10
percent as of July 01.

When the spike in the tax was
announced, Sinckler had pro-
jected it would get the govern-
ment $186 million in additional
revenue per year, but he confi-
dently bragged this week that

at its current rate of intake the
Levy would give government a
bonanza beyond expectations at
the end of the financial year.
“The figure so far is just short
of $50 million, which if you were
to multiply it by the four quar-
ters, would give you just around
$200 million [for the year],” Sin-
ckler said and went on to explain
that the first three months haul
is set to be larger when revenue
from Value Added Tax is put on.
“That is only on the NSRL
component. There is a VAT com-
ponent to the NSRL. That’s how
it is calculated, because NSRL
goes on the import, Customs,
value and then you apply the
VAT after,” he explained.
Whengovernmentannounced
the massive increase in this tax
in May, trade unions and private
sector organizations expressed a
fear of massive inflation because
almost everything on this island,
which is over 70 percent import-
dependent, will be subject to
the tax.
The unions led two marches
of protest, with the second on

seeing over 20,000 Barbadians
walking through the streets of
Bridgetown demanding a repeal
of the tax, a reduction or intro-
duction of some ‘coping sub-
sidy’ to help workers endure the
expected steep price increases.

Government did not budge
from its position, and just a few
days before Sinckler’s announce-
ment of the $50 million first
quarter bonanza, President of
the Barbados Small Business
Association Dean Straker called
the levy ‘demoralizing’ and
said, it is “destabilizing several
firms.”

He said that the jacked-up
tax combined with a foreign
exchange fee of two percent
charged on any transactions
involving the use of foreign cur-
rency have business owners in a
quandary.

“Our secretariat has been
receiving updates from our
members on the increased costs
to their operations because of the
NSRL and the Foreign Exchange
tax, and the challenge of either
passing on this cost to the con-

sumer or reducing staff to keep
doors open,” Straker said.

He described imposition of
the 400 percent increase in the
NSRL and the foreign exchange
fees as “a greater tax grab by
government to support its opera-
tions” in the face of an econo-
my struggling with little or no
growth for many years.

But the business leader
warned, “our economic per-
formance over the past decade

confirms that our model of busi-
ness development needs to be
revisited.

“You cannot tax your way out
of a fiscal problem.”

Since the protest marches in
July and a subsequent meeting
with government that essential-
ly yielded no concessions from
the authorities the trades unions
and private sector representatives
have been complaining that their
show of dissent went ignored.

Trump’s threat of total destruction is unlawful

NEW YORK, Sept. 25, 2017
(IPS) - President Trump’s threat
of total destruction of North
Korea is utterly unacceptable.
Also deplorable is the response of
North Korean Foreign Minister Ri
Yong Ho on Sept. 23 at the United
Nations.

He said that North Korean
nuclear forces are “a war deter-
rent for putting an end to nuclear
threat of the U.S. and for prevent-
ing its military invasion,” referred
to “our rockets’ visit to the entire
U.S. mainland,” and called Trump
“mentally deranged”.

Instead of exchanging threats
and insults, the two governments
should agree on a non-aggression
pact as a step toward finally con-
cluding a peace treaty formally
ending the 1950s Korean War and
permanently denuclearizing the
Korean peninsula.

The U.S. and North Korean
threats are wrong as a matter
of morality and common sense.

They are also contrary to bedrock
requirements of international law.
Both countries, by engaging in a
cycle of threats and military pos-
turing, violate prohibitions on the
threat of force to resolve disputes
and on threats to use force outside
the bounds of the law of armed
conflict.

Trump’s threats carry more
weight because the armed forces
of the United States, backed by an
immense nuclear arsenal, could
accomplish the destruction of
North Korea in short order.

A threat of total destruction
negates the fundamental princi-
ple that the right to choose meth-
ods and means of warfare is not
unlimited:

e Under the law of armed con-
flict, military operations must be
necessary for and proportionate
to the achievement of legitimate
military objectives, and must
not be indiscriminate or cause
unnecessary suffering. Protocol I
to the Geneva Conventions pro-
hibits threatening an adversary
that there will be no survivors
or conducting hostilities on that
basis. The Nuremberg Tribunal
found the Nazi concept of “total
war” to be unlawful because it
runs contrary to all the rules of
warfare and the moral principles

underlying them, creating a cli-
mate in which “rules, regulations,
assurances, and treaties all alike
are of no moment” and “every-
thing is made subordinate to the
overmastering dictates of war.”

e Conducting a war with the
intention of destroying an entire
country would contravene the
Genocide Convention, which
prohibits killing “with intent to
destroy, in whole or in part, a
national, ethnical, racial or reli-
gious group ...."

e Limits on the conduct of
warfare apply to both aggressor
and defender states. Thus Trump’s
statement that total destruction
would be inflicted in defense of
the United States and its allies
is no justification. Moreover, the
U.S. doctrine permitting preven-
tive war, carried out in the illegal
2003 invasion of Iraq, means that
Trump’s reference to “defense”
does not necessarily rule out U.S.
military action in the absence of
a North Korean attack or immi-
nent attack.

o While the United States like-
ly would not use nuclear weap-
ons first in the Korean setting, it
remains true that Trump’s refer-
ences to “fire and fury” and “total
destruction” raise the specter of
U.S. nuclear use. North Korea

has explicitly warned of use of its
nuclear weapons. Nuclear weap-
ons cannot be used in compliance
with the law of armed conflict,
as the recently adopted Treaty on
the Prohibition of Nuclear Weap-
ons recognizes. Threats of use
of nuclear weapons are likewise

unlawful. The illegal character of
the threat or use of nuclear weap-
ons is especially egregious where
the express intent is to “totally
destroy” an adversary, a purpose
that from the outset rules out
limiting use of force to the pro-
portionate and necessary.

Shop for these
things now while you still have hair or,
if thinning is what’s to come, talk to
a stylist. Remember: it’s only hair. It’ll
come back.

It might sound like just another
thing, but make an appointment with
your dentist before starting treatment
and know how to make “magic mouth-
wash” to combat mouth sores. Be
willing to experiment with make-up;

if you can, get a makeover or, at the
very least, ask for samples of product
you can try at home. Go a little crazy.
Have fun with it.

As for your skin, yes, chemotherapy
will change that, too, so beware. Now’s
the time to consider changing your
morning routine with different cleans-
ers and products, but think twice
before going “organic.” Showers are
always better than baths, and be sure
to slather on moisturizer once you've
patted yourself dry. There are also lots
of great products to use if you'll have
radiation, but talk to your doctor or
oncologist first.

I was very happy to see that warn-
ing inside “Pretty Sick.” T was happy,
in fact, to see that author Caitlin
M. Kiernan is careful to caution her
readers on just about everything in
this book, which makes it even more
helpful.

So does the fact that Kiernan her-
self is a cancer survivor, which gives
her words a been-there-done-that ring
of truth — not just for beauty, but in
dressing comfortably, finding a sur-
geon, reconstruction, and reclaiming
a healthy sex life, all with purpose
and strength. Also nice: while her
examples do have a certain big-city
tone to them and there’s a lot of celeb
name-dropping, the tips and advice
are totally down-to-earth.

And on that note, while this book
was written for cancer survivors, it
could be helpful for any woman fac-
ing serious illness. If you want to look
great when you’re not feeling it so
much, “Pretty Sick” is pretty good.



Congresswoman Clarke talks gentrifying Brooklyn

Congresswoman  Yvette
Clarke (D-Flatbush) indicated
her support for big corpora-
tions moving into Brooklyn
but only if locals can benefit,
she said during a roundtable
on gentrification on Sept. 29.
Amidst the possibility of Ama-
zon considering a second main
base in Sunset Park, the politi-
cian said she can get behind
it with the promise of local
gains.

“I'm not against companies
coming to Brooklyn as long
they’re going to employ Brook-
lynites,” said Clarke. “The chal-
lenge is when they move in —
because what opportunities are
they going to be offering, and
are there going to be jobs for
young people or the systemi-
cally unemployed?”

With Brooklyn certified as
a desirable destination, Clarke
feels that major companies
looking for real estate in the
area should frame their busi-
ness state of mind on serving
the communities they plan to
set-up shop in, and also ascer-
tain training to maintain local
employment.

Big brands need to take

into account of the usual end
result when they move into
working-class areas. Because if
they maintain the typical busi-
ness model, that ends up doing
more harm.

“If you're just going to trans-
plant your employee base ulti-
mately that’s going to drive
things up, because those folks
tend to be on higher end of the
income spectrum,” said Clarke.
“It’s a double-edged sword and
the thing about it is for small
business — having a major
company here is going to cre-
ate a ripple effect.”

And Sunset Park is no
stranger to that, added Clarke.
Earlier this year, Bed Bath and
Beyond opened up a mall in
the hot neighborhood, which is
buzzing with a lot of interest.

“Sunset Park is going
through a massive remaking,
and it’s challenging for long-
time stakeholders who have
lived in Brooklyn and maintain
it all these years,” she said.
“When no one wanted to lived
there, they stayed through the
hard times and are not reaping
the benefits or apart the dis-
cussion — and it’s almost like
a hostile takeover.”

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Dynamic Airways ends flights to Guyana

North Carolina-based
Dynamic International
Airways has once again
left Guyanese passen-
gers stranded, this
time, abruptly pulling
out, after a troublesome
four-year charter serv-
ice to the South Ameri-
can country.

This latest report
prompted handling
agent Captain Gerry
Gouveia, CEO and
owner of Roraima Air-
ways to say via his Face-
book page, that passen-
gers who booked with
the airline are entitled
to a refund.

Passengers scheduled
to travel during the
peak Christmas season
from JFK Internation-
al airport to Cheddie
Jagan International
Airport, reacted swiftly
to the airline’s sudden
pullout that Capt. Gou-
veia said was beyond
the control of Roraima
Airways, and required
by law that Dynamic
Airways has to refund
passengers.

Capt. Gouveia who

expressed appreciation
to people who have sup-
ported Roraima Airways
over the years, said, “I
am sorry to see Dynam-
ic Go! It’s unfortunate
but it’s totally outside
of Roraima’s control.”

“Dynamic is required
by law to refund pas-
sengers who are hold-
ing tickets.

Passenger affected
should contact their
travel agents.”

“T would like to say
‘Thank you’ to persons
who stood by us ‘thank
you’ for the encourage-
ment and support over
the past four years. Lots
of times over the past
25 years we at Roraima
got it right, but a few
times we got it wrong,”
said Capt. Gouveia, add-
ing, “It’s never easy to
see young people out
of a job.

“We at Roraima will
continue to work hard-
er everyday to contrib-
ute to making Guyana a
better place.”

Dynamic Interna-
tional Airways, a char-
ter service that sus-

pended its operations
to Asia last August after
engine trouble, contin-
ued service to Guyana,
on many occasions,
leaving passengers
stranded for days.
Before cancelling
flights during the
summer, according to
reports, the airline filed
for bankruptcy and cut
its workforce by half.
In March of this
year, airline executives
expressed appreciation
to Guyanese for their
continued support dur-
ing a lavish reception
where acting interim
chief executive officer
(CEO) Karen Kraus,
had promised travelers
at the Richmond Hill
Queens event that they
would enjoy enhanced

service and on-time
departure.
But despite these

efforts, the airline serv-
ice deteriorated and has
now left a void in the
already troubled Guy-
ana aviation market
that saw the departure
of Delta Airlines some
five years ago.

danistas in Nicaragua,
focused on information
related to Costa Rica,
Belize and Guatemala and
provided breaking and
current news about every
state in Africa as well as
made cultural connec-
tions that jazzed up the
dial from 99.5 FM.

Prior to that in 1956,
along with his brother
Kwame, formed the Afri-
can Jazz-Arts Society
& Studios in Harlem to
showcase the genre’s Afri-
can identity. He main-
tained long-standing rela-
tionships with jazz greats
Miles Davis, Thelonious
Monk, Max Roach, John
Coltrane Abby and Lin-
coln aka Aminata Mose-
ka.

Affectionately known
as the “walking encyclo-
pedia,” Brath died May 19,
2014.

Born in Brooklyn, on
Sept. 30, 1936 his father
Cecil T. Brathwaite and
Etelka Margaret Maloney-
Brathwaite migrated here
in the 1920s. The couple
had three sons, Kwame
(Ronald) John Edward
and Cecil, the eldest who
inherited hisfather’sname
but preferred answering
to a less colonial monik-
er that identified him as
Elombe Brath.

Influenced by trailblaz-
ers such as Marcus Mosi-
ah Garvey, Malcolm X,
Carlos A. Cooks, and his
cousin Clenell Wickman
who allegedly “waged a
political battle on behalf
of working-class Blacks
in colonial Barbados,
Brath founded the Patrice
Lumumba Coalition.

Named in honor of
Patrice Emery Lumumba,
the first prime minister of
the Democratic Republic
of the Congo who was
assassinated in 1961, the
organization was active
throughout the New York
area, particularly in Har-
lem but also on the west
coast where a chapter
mobilized in Los Angeles,
California.

The PLC supported the
right to self-determina-
tion for Angolans, South
Africans, and Namibians
and other African lib-
eration movements. As
chairman, he organized
events and panel discus-
sions dedicated to Afri-

can politics and current
events.

Brath was a fierce
advocate for the African
National Congress in
South Africa, SWAPO in
Namibia, MPLA in Ango-
la, FRELIMO in Mozam-
bique and ZANU in Zim-
babwe.

Closer to home he
fought to eliminate the
usage of the term “negro”
which was nationally
accepted as a definition
for Black Americans.

“In 1961, he launched
a “Black is Beautiful”
campaign with a series of
Afrocentric fashion shows
featuring African-Amer-
ican women who were
known as the Grandassa
models and sported large
afros,” Wikipedia states.

Nomsa, his wife walked
the runway as one of the
first Grandassa models.

And although Brath
maintained employment
as a graphic artist at the
corporate commercial
media outlet, he conspic-
uously defied injustice,
exploitation and corpo-
rate greed.

In 1977, Brath declared
solidarity with key mem-
bers of a coalition that
spearheaded a boycott of
the South African, Broad-
way musical, “Ipi Tombe.”

According to reports,
the production presented
a false image of life for
Blacks living in South
Africa.

Often in the forefront
of conscious protests, the
activist / chairman led the
PLC in coalescing groups
to mobilize mass demon-
strations against numer-
ous issues. However, they
were prominent at pro-
tests against the practice
of white rule in Africa.

In 1976, the coalition
released a policy memo
calling for the support of
the Zimbabwe Liberation
Army.

For me as a reporter,
Brath was a source of
inspiration.

On every encounter, he
was always loaded down
by newspapers. Relentless
and persuasive he always
offered a leaflet, book or
newsletter. My memo-
ries of him are indelibly
imprinted with recall of
our conversations at the
opening of the African
Burial Ground.

It was he who enlight-

ened me about Zimba-
bwe’s President Robert
Mugabe. And by the time
I visited the southern Afri-
can former British colony
it was as if his informa-
tion was doctrine.

Most will remember
Brath’s involvement with
the anti-slavery move-
ment in Sudan and Mau-
ritania. His perception of
Jomo Kenyatta and his
Mau Mau movement in
Kenya, Samora Machel
of Mozambique, Burki-
no Faso’s military leader
Thomas Sankara, Cuba’s
Fidel Castro and ANC’s
apartheid ender Nelson
Mandela.

Whenever Castro vis-
ited New York, there in
the midst always was
Brath, up close and per-
sonal. And I will never
forget standing in the
middle of 125th St. and
7th Ave when Brath whis-
pered in the ear of the
most prominent, female
freedom fighter, Winnie
Mandela. It was 1990 and
she accompanied her hus-
band who had just been
released from prison after
being confined for more
than a quarter of a cen-
tury.

Midway the private ges-
ture, the regal-looking,
revered African gasped,
seemingly in disbelief.

I witnessed her reac-
tion and it resonated how
she immediately rushed
over to greet Dr. Betty
Shabazz, the widow of
Malcolm X.

She seemed hum-
bled by the presence of a
woman she undoubtedly
admired. Sister to sister
united by a brother who
respected them both.

I was privileged to see
that it was Brath who
informed the first lady of
South Africa that she was
in the presence of the first
lady of Black America.

Brath told me he went
to school with Colin Pow-
ell.

He gave me valuable
insight into the man who
retired from military serv-
ice as a four-star general in
the United States Army.

I will always remember
Brath walking side-by-side
with Sonny Carson, another
progressive, conscientious
activist who left a hefty lega-
cy to reflect and laud.

Panamania! Independence parade for isthmus go on!

A man, a plan, a parade! Pan-
ama!

Brooklyn’s 20th annual Pan-
amanian Independence Parade
will march through Crown
Heights on Oct. 7, attracting
thousands to celebrate the
country’s culture and its sov-
ereignty. The annual gathering
attracts thousands to Franklin
Avenue, and this year’s event
will focus on the country’s sec-
ond independence, said one of
its organizers.

“We look forward to this
parade everything single year,
and this year is the first time
that this parade is just celebrat-
ing our separation from Colom-
bia,” said Victor Marshall, presi-
dent of the independence com-
mittee.

The event will feature 14
bands marching the route, along
with dance groups, music, food,
and an overall great display of
Panamanian customs.

“We are looking forward to
this big day and seeing all the
new and different groups,” said
Victor Marshall. “The bands all
look forward to this as well —
they come in nice costumes to
play music, drums, and folklore,
and the Panamanian tunes that
will light up Franklin Avenue.”

The parade starts at Franklin
Avenue and Eastern Parkway,
travels along Franklin towards
Bergen Street, then turns left
and doubles back along Clas-
son Avenue, where it ends at
President Street, at a festival
at Ronald McNair park, where
food vendors will where guest
can purchase culinary offerings
and crafts.

eart health should be a concern for people of

Signs that you may be head-
ing toward a heart attack include undue fatigue, pal-
pitations (the sensation that your heart is skipping
a beat or beating too rapidly), dyspnea (difficulty or
labored breathing), chest pain, or discomfort from
increased activity.

Arrhythmia: Arrhythmia means your heart-
beat is irregular, and men and women often mis-
takenly believe arrhythmia only afflicts those who
already have been diagnosed with heart disease or
have had a heart attack. But arrhythmia can affect
even those men and women who have healthy hearts
and no history of cardiovascular disease. Symptoms
of arrhythmia can vary greatly, from a single prema-
ture beat to a series of premature beats that occur in
rapid succession. Arrhythmia that lasts long enough

to affect heart function may include symptoms such
as rapid heartbeat, fatigue, dizziness, lightheaded-
ness, shortness of breath, and chest pain.

How can | protect my heart?

Heart-healthy habits take some effort, but men
and women can protect their hearts regardless of
their ages:

Get sufficient exercise. At least 30 minutes of
exercise per day can protect against disease.

Quit smoking. Smoking increases your risk for
a host of ailments, including heart disease. Quitting
is a great way to start getting your heart and other
parts of your body back on track.

Include heart-healthy foods in your diet. A
diet that is rich in fruits and vegetables and low in
cholesterol, salt, and saturated fat promotes heart
health.

Don’t drink alcohol to excess. Like smoking,
drinking alcohol to excess can lead to a host of prob-
lems, such as high blood pressure, arrhythmia, and
high cholesterol, each of which increases your risk
of heart disease.

Lose weight. Being overweight or obese is a ma-
jor risk factor for heart disease. If you have already
started to exercise daily and eat amore heart-healthy
diet, then you're on your way to losing weight. Con-
sult your physician if diet and exercise don’t seem to
be helping you to shed pounds.

Heart disease Kkills millions of people across the
globe each year, many of whom are over 50. But men
and women who learn about heart disease and how
to reduce their risk stand a far greater chance of
fighting the disease.

Eating right can improve quality of life

Spanish explorer Juan Ponce de

Leon was the first European to
discover modern-day Florida when
he traveled on a quest for the mythi-
cal “Fountain of Youth.” While mod-
ern science has proven that there is
no mystical fountain or body of wa-
ter that can reverse or slow down the
aging process, there are many steps
people can take to age well and pro-
long their lives.

Eating the right foods is one way
to age well. According to Dr. Ralph
Felder, coauthor of “The Bonus
Years Diet,” reversing the aging
process internally is more difficult
than outward cosmetic changes.
But the right foods can go a long
way toward increasing both life ex-
pectancy and quality of life. Those
who want to employ diet to increase
their life expectancy may want to
start adding more of the following
foods to their breakfast, lunch and
dinner plates.

«Broccoli, grapes and salad:
According to Health magazine, re-
searchers have found that com-
pounds in these three foods boast ex-
tra life-extending benefits.

«Berries: In addition to their
abundance of antioxidants, berries
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healthier lives.

Berries and whole grains are nutritious foods that can help men and women live longer,

have other benefits. A 2012 study
from Harvard University found that
at least one serving of blueberries or
two servings of strawberries each
week may reduce the risk of cogni-
tive decline in older adults.

*Fruits and vegetables: Produce
is good for the body because it’s low
incalories and high in fiber, vitamins
and other nutrients. Numerous stud-
ies have indicated that diets plentiful
in fruits and vegetables help people

maintain a healthy weight and pro-
tect against cardiovascular disease.

«Whole grains: Whole grains
pack a lot of nutrition into a low-
calorie food. Whole grains help pro-
tect against type 2 diabetes, and re-
searchers at the University of Texas
Health Sciences Center found study
participants whose diets included
plenty of whole grains and fruit cut
their heart disease risk by almost
half compared to those whose diets
favored meat and fatty foods.

*Red wine: A glass a day for
women and no more than two glasses
daily for men can be beneficial. Mod-
erate consumption of red wine has
been shown to slow age-related de-
clines in cardiovascular function,
according to the American Heart As-
sociation.

Fiber: Increase your fiber in-
take for a longer life. Research from
The American Journal of Clinical
Nutrition finds that the more fiber
you include in your diet, the lower
your risk of coronary heart disease.
The daily recommendation is 25 to 35
grams.

While there may be no such thing
as the fountain of youth, a healthy
diet can help men and women pro-
long their lives.

Understanding Medicare Open Enroliment

This is an important time of year
for older adults. Between Oct. 15
and Dec. 7 Medicare recipients can
change their health insurance plan
without penalty. Every year for al-
most two months, the federal govern-
ment offers an “open enrollment” pe-
riod when seniors can review, tweak
their current policy or find a plan
that better fits their needs.

During open enrollment recipi-
ents can switch from Medicare Part
B (Original Medicare) to a Medicare
Part C Plan (Medicare Advantage
Plan). They may also switch from a
Medicare Advantage Plan to Original
Medicare or from one Medicare Ad-
vantage plan to another. During the
same time period, participants can
change or enroll in a Medigap plan
and change their Medicare Part D
prescription plan. Any changes that
are made during open enrollment
will go into effect on Jan. 1, 2018.

Selecting the right plan can be
stressful especially if you do not un-
derstand what each offers. To help
you make an educated decision, here
is an explanation of the A, B, C’s and
D’s of Medicare choices during open
enrollment.

Medicare is the federal govern-
ment’s medical insurance plan that
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covers the cost of health care for most
adults aged 65 and over. It may cover
some younger individuals with spe-
cial medical requirements as well.
Medicare is divided into two parts.
Part A covers hospitalization and
nursing home care. Medicare Part B
covers outpatient services. Medicare
Part A is not one of the options that
can be changed during open enroll-
ment although some Medicare Ad-
vantage Plans limit you select hospi-
tals.

Medicare Part B includes doc-
tor visits, outpatient medical proce-
dures, equipment and some medical
tests such as HIV screening, mam-
mograms, prostate cancer screening,
flu shots and diabetes tests. Medicare
Part B is a nationwide health plan
with participating doctors located
anywhere in the U.S. This can be a
major advantage. A major disadvan-
tage is that Part B does NOT cover
most dental care, eye exams, hearing
aids, alternative medicine, and cos-
metic surgery and it does not subsi-
dize prescription drugs. To acquire
these services a participant must
join a supplementary insurance plan
called a Medigap plan and a Medicare
Part D prescription plan.

Medigap Plans are health plans
supplied by private companies that

are designed to supplement Medicare.
They cover copayments, coinsurance,
and annual deductibles. The costs of
these plans vary, depending on what
they offer. They all cover co-payment
costs not covered by Medicare and
can provide additional services such
as vision, hearing, and dental care.

Medicare Part C, also called Medi-
care Advantage Plans, are private
health plans that are approved by the
federal government. Some of the bet-
ter known plans are Fidelis, United
Healthcare, Aetna Healthcare al-
though there are many more. Some
of these plans offer their services at
the same price as Original Medicare
while others require higher premi-
ums because they cover additional
medical services like dental and eye
care.

Advantage plans do not require
participants to sign up for a Medigap
or prescription plan. These services
are usually included in the plan.

Medicare Part D is the federal gov-
ernment’s drug program that subsi-
dizes the cost of prescription drugs
for Original Medicare participants.
Private companies that are approved
by the federal government offer these
plans. Each plan must offer a selec-
tion of medicines in specified drug
categories called formularies. Some
plans offer generics formularies in-
stead of specific brand names, so re-
cipients who are partial to taking
a brand over a generic drug should
check that their medicine is offered
in their Part D plan.

What plan is best for you? This de-
pends on your medical needs. Before
you make a decision ask yourself the
following questions: Will the new plan
include your doctors and your medi-
cations? Can you afford payments?
Does the plan include your hospital
preferences? If you plan to move, will
your plan still cover you?

Medicare’s open enrollment pe-
riod is a great opportunity for ev-
ery senior to customize his medical
needs but it is important to do your
research before switching or retain-
ing a plan.

Deciding if you
need coverage

While life insurance seems like
the kind of thing every person should
have, that’s not necessarily the case.
For example, single men and women
with no dependents and no tax or debt
concerns generally do not need life
insurance. If you are single but have
tax issues or a considerable amount of
debt, then a life insurance policy can
be used to pay those debts upon your
death.

Adults with dependents, such as a
spouse and children, should consider
purchasing life insurance, which can
help your surviving dependents main-
tain their quality of life and pay their
bills in the wake of your death.

Buying life insurance

Much like various other types of
insurance, life insurance can be pur-
chased from an insurance agent or
via an insurance company’s website.
When choosing a company from which
to buy a life insurance policy, look for
a company with a strong rating, as no
one wants to end up being burned by
a life insurance provider who goes out
of business.

Some people prefer to work with in-

dependent brokers who can share in-
formation about products from vari-
ous providers rather than just the ones
offered by the firm company-affiliated
agents work for.

Choosing coverage

When choosing coverage, you will
no doubt be asked if you prefer term
insurance or permanent insurance.
Term insurance is the least expen-
sive life insurance, and such policies
only last for a predetermined number
of years. You may purchase life insur-
ance policies if you only want life in-
surance until you retire or until your
children reach adulthood.

Permanent insurance is more ex-
pensive and will last from the moment
you purchase the policy until your
death. Many people choose permanent
life insurance policies so the money
their beneficiaries receive upon their
death can be used to pay estate taxes.
In addition, there is an investment
component to permanent insurance
policies, as a portion of the premiums
on such policies is invested (policies
will spell out how the money is in-
vested) and allowed to grow tax-free so
long as the policy is open. Term insur-
ance only provides protection with no
investments.

When choosing how much coverage
to purchase, it’s easy to go overboard
and aim for as much as possible. How-
ever, many financial advisors suggest
purchasing enough coverage to pay
for funeral costs and a level of income
replacement you can comfortably af-
ford. If your spouse does not work, you
should consider purchasing enough
coverage so he can afford to pay the
family’s day-to-day cost of living ex-
penses.

Life insurance merits serious con-
sideration, and adults should do their
homework and fully understand a pol-
icy before signing any contracts.

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need less maintenance. They are easily carried and
won’t take as long to bathe and groom. Smaller dogs
also consume less food than larger breeds, reducing
the expense of dog food and the hassle of wrangling
large, heavy bags of chow. Temperament is also im-
portant, as some breeds tend to be more easygoing
than others. Larger breeds may be preferable to a
smaller breeds, which tend to be hyperactive. How-
ever, always remember there are pros and cons to
each breed, and each dog will demonstrate his own
personality traits. The following are some dogs that
can be especially compatible with seniors.

The loyalty and intelligence of schnauzers makes them ideal
companions.

Pug: Equally playful and willing to be a lap dog,
the pug requires little exercise and grooming. The
breed is typically nonaggressive and submissive.
Pugs are good-natured and playful; they don’t often
bark and are easy to train.

Shih Tzu: The Shih Tzu lives for attention, but
this breed can be dominant and difficult to train.
The Shih Tzu will be alert to its surroundings and,
despite its small stature, can be a good watchdog.

Pomeranian: Pomeranians look like big balls
of fur and can bring a smile to an owner’s face. The
breed tends to be perky, can display dominance and
can be difficult to train. Because Pomeranians can
be dog-aggressive, they may be best as the only pet
in the house.

Yorkshire terrier: The Yorkie is a diminutive
breed in size only, as they tend to have exuberant
personalities that dwarf their stature. The ideal lap
dog, Yorkies want to lie around and lounge, though
some do like to bark. If the fur is kept short in a
“puppy cut,” the dog can be easy to maintain.

Pembroke Welsh corgi: This medium-sized
dog hails from Wales and typically requires only
moderate exercise and little grooming. They are
easy to train and moderately dominant. They don’t
bark excessively, and they often get along with
other dogs.

Schnauzer: Available in three sizes, schnau-
zers are good companions and protectors. This is
an intelligent and loyal breed and will need to be
kept amused to stave off boredom.

Brussels griffon: These dogs do not shed, but
they will require professional grooming at least
once every three months. If socialized early, the
griffon can be a good companion but will likely re-
main wary of strangers. They are good watchdogs
and devoted to their owners.

An early diagnosis can be crucial in the care and treatment of Alzheimer's disease.

Contrasting ‘Early onset’ vs.

‘Early stage’

asked is, “What is the difference

between early onset and early
stage Alzheimer’s disease?” Under-
standing the difference is the key to
getting both a good diagnosis and de-
veloping a good care plan.

First, the basics. Alzheimer’s dis-
ease is an irreversible, progressive
brain disorder that slowly destroys
memory and thinking skills and, even-
tually, the ability to carry out the ac-
tivities of daily living. Most symptoms
after the age of 65. More than half of
those over 85 have Alzheimer’s or
some related form of dementia.

Regardless of the age of onset, we
call the first phase of Alzheimer’s, early
stage. During the early stage, individu-
als, regardless of age, experience mild
symptoms including memory loss. They
may also take longer to complete daily
tasks, lose things more frequently and
may have personality and behavior
changes.

However, some people develop Al-
zheimer’s before the age of 65. Tradition-
ally, this was called early onset Alzheim-
er’s. To reduce the confusion, many
experts now refer to this as young-onset
Alzheimer’s. Today, young-onset, which
affects individuals in their 30s, 40s, and
50s, accounts for 10 percent of all Al-
zheimer’s cases. While each case of Al-
zheimer’s progresses differently, indi-
viduals with young-onset experience the
same early stage symptoms as an older
person.

Because we do not anticipate a
younger person developing Alzheimer’s,
young-onset may take longer to diagnose
and has a very powerful impact on fam-
ilies and friends. A diagnosis will affect
an individual’s ability to work and re-
ceive employee medical and other ben-
efits. Those with young-onset may have
young families, who will need to reor-
ganize their entire lives to manage this
unexpected life crisis. A strong support
system and a comprehensive financial,
legal, and personal care strategy will be
essential, as will be planning for the dif-
ficult, but essential end-of-life decisions.

No matter what a person’s age, a com-
prehensive and accurate diagnosis in the
early stage of the disease allows individ-
uals and families the maximum time to
plan and access resources for good care.
There is solid research to show that good
care may help preserve daily function-
ing for longer periods, even if the under-
lying Alzheimer’s progression cannot be
stopped or reversed.

With every Alzheimer’s diagnosis, re-
gardless of the age of onset, the most im-
portant resource is support from family,
friends, and professionals who are edu-
cated about the disease and how best to
manage the implications for the individ-
ual’s quality oflife. Individuals and their
families should know that Alzheimer’s is
a physical, not a mental illness. When
individuals are diagnosed in the early
stage of the disease, they can continue
to have a meaningful and productive life
with the support of friends and family for
some time by engaging in the activities
and interests they enjoy.

A diagnosis in the early stage also al-
lows individuals and families affected by
the diagnosis to connect with experts and
organizations like CaringKind, where
they can develop support networks, care-
giving skills and access the resources
they will need throughout the course of
the disease.

If you or someone you know is exhibit-
ing symptoms of impairment at any age,
it is important to find the resources for
diagnosis and care as soon as possible.

Play examines black women and hair

By Alexandra Simon

It’s more than just hair.

At the inaugural Hair Nation Expo
in Queens on Oct. 9, Connecticut-
based playwright Alicia Thompson
will be debuting her play surround-
ing stories about black women and
their hair at the Black Spectrum
Theatre. In her one-woman play “I
Am My Hair,” a counter spin to the
popular song by soul artist India
Arie, Thompson reflects on how sev-
eral girls and women perceive their
hair and themselves, while examin-

ing the environments they live in and
the reasonings behind their choices,
said Thompson.

“An overarching point I make
about hair is that it affects so many
different things — going way back to
slavery to now,” said Thompson.

She was inspired to create the play
after an in-depth conversation with a
friend about women of the Diaspora.
One of them was hair — often a very
politicized and racialized attribute
black women are confronted with at
a young age.

Despite a change in hair trends
and the wider embrace of more natu-
ral styles, many women still struggle
with their appearances via imagery
in the media, and Thompson sug-
gests companies reverse this with
more reflective and natural repre-
sentations.

And as the popularity of tradition-
al black hairstyles grow and inspire
hair choices of other ethnicities, a
stigma remains for black women,
said Thompson.

Man Age “needed to be acknowl-
edged and recognized for his
contribution and hard work over
the years,” adding that they were
“disgusted with the Ministry of
Culture and Calypso Organiza-
tion in SVG [St. Vincent and
the Grenadines] for not honor-
ing D Man Age over the years
and for not recognizing him as
a Cultural Ambassador for his
years of service, commitment
and contribution.”

D Man Age, one of the found-
ers of Vincy Liberators New York,
was presented with a plaque and
a check for US$1000.00, in addi-
tion to all proceedings from the
ceremony that was broadcast
live on Nice Radio in St. Vincent
and the Grenadines and Suc-
cess Radio in Canada, accord-
ing to Marissa “Lady M” Gregg,
a former radio personality in
Brooklyn, who served as Mis-
tress of Ceremonies, along with
calypsonian Scorpian.

tion) Dr. Lenny Saith and Pro-
fessor Courtenay Bartholom-
ew, 85, for his work in science,
including pioneering research
on HIV / AIDS in the Carib-
bean.

In 1975, Calypso Rose won
her first national award, the
Public Service Medal of Merit
(Silver). Some 15 years later in
2000, Rose won the Humming
Bird Medal (Gold). This year
she won the highest award the
nation can offer.

This year has been a success-
ful one for Rose, who copped
the World Album of the Year
at the Victorie de la Musquie
award ceremony in France last

February. That award is con-
sidered the French equivalent
of a Grammy award.

In July, Caribbean Airlines
(CAL) named a Boeing 737
aircraft in Rose’s honor.

She was not present at
National Academy (NAPA) for
the Performing Arts (NAPA) to
collect her award from Presi-
dent Anthony Carmona. Rose
is the first female calypsonian
to win the Road March in 1975
with Tempo.

Among those receiving
awards were veteran calyp-

This year the national awards
were moved from Independ-
ence Day (Aug. 31) to Republic
Day (Nov. 24).

“The whole thing about cul-
tural appropriation — I could
care less if a Caucasian woman
wants to wear braids, the only
thing is that I should not be
made fun of for wearing it too,”
she said. “If I do it, it should be
accepted.”

In the play, Thompson por-
trays several characters trans-
forming into them with dif-
ferent mannerisms and voices.
Of them are an eight-year-old,
her twenty-something mother,
a teenage girl with self-image
issues, and a career woman.
Each woman has a struggle
audiences will be able to relate
to, according to Thompson.

She adds that the subject
material of these stories are
heaving in nature dealing with
self-loathing, abuse, peer pres-
sure, and identity.

In writing the project,
Thompson relived memories
and experiences she had with
her hair, and magnified those

aspects in her characters.

Women hair tales

“There are dialogues in the
play about this, and explain
the process — it was mental
labor,” she said. “I had a lot of
thoughts come in and out and
had different visions of how
each character would represent
that — T call it an artistically
messy process.”

The aim of her play is to
provide perspectives on how
women feel in regards to their
hair, and provide a solution.

“I don’t like the motto ‘T am
not my hair — what does that
mean?,” said Thompson. “We
wear many faces and some-
times we do it unconsciously,
but sometimes we wear differ-
ent faces and we’re not being
real about who we are, and hon-
estly and truly, we shouldn’t be
afraid of saying that.”

Brad Sloan (Ben Stiller)
feels inadequate despite his
happy marriage and a thriv-
ing business that enables his
family to live comfortably in
suburban Sacramento. He
gets depressed, nevertheless,
because he compares himself
to his relatively-successful
college buddies instead of the
Average Joe.

For instance, one pal, Craig
(Michael Sheen), is a best-sell-
ing author who worked in the
White House and now teach-
es at Harvard. Then there’s
Billy (Jemaine Clement) who’s
already retired and shacked up

Consequently, rather than
count his blessings, Brad con-
siders himself a failure. Fur-

Honduras on goal difference. Mexico
leads with 18 points and has clinched,
Costa Rica has 15 and is close to a berth,
and Trinidad has three and is close to
elimination.

The top three nations qualify for next
year’s tournament in Russia, and the
fourth-place finisher meets Australia or
Syria next month in a home-and-home
playoff for a berth.

“It comes down to where we need
four or six points in our last two games,”
Arena said. “I think that’s fine and we’ll
get it done.”

This will be the first time the U.S.
plays its final qualifier with a berth
uncertain since 1989, when Paul Cali-
giuri’s goal in a 1-0 win at Trinidad put
the Americans in the World Cup for the
first time since 1950.

After missing three matches with
what his team called lower body tight-
ness, Altidore played the entire game for
Toronto on Saturday night in a 4-2 win
over the New York Red Bulls.

Yedlin injured a hamstring during
Newcastle’s preseason match against
Mainz on July 29 and did not play again
until Sept. 16.

Cameron played a full match for
Stoke in Saturday’s 2-1 win over South-
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ampton, his first action since injuring a
hamstring against Manchester United
on Sept. 9.

Johnson has played 118 minutes
this season for Germany’s Borussia
Moenchengladbach and was ineffective
in last month’s qualifier against Costa
Rica, a 2-0 home loss that increased
pressure on the Americans.

Forward Jordan Morris (hamstring)
and defender John Brooks (torn thigh
muscle) will miss the match with inju-
ries.

“In 2017 we’ve had one blip in the
Costa Rica game,” Arena said. “All the
other results went along as we expect-
ed, and maybe even an extra point in
Mexico.”

Concerned over depth with nine of
the 26 players carrying yellow cards,
Arena is bringing in nine defenders and
10 midfielders.

Orozco has not played for the U.S.
since the 2-1 home loss to Mexico in
the opener of the final round of qualify-
ing last November.

West Inclies loses series agalnst England

West Indies lost the
five-match ~ One-Day
International 50-over
series (3-0) against Eng-
land despite a fighting
knock by opener Evin
Lewis career-best of
108 not out, giving the
hosts a difficult target
of 357 runs for victory
at the Oval in London
on Wednesday, Sept.27,
2017.

However, not even rain
saved the West Indies
from defeat as they lost
by six runs under the
Duckworth / Lewis sys-
tem after the match was
called off by the umpires
because of a consistent
drizzle. The regional
team has lost two of the
first three games with
one being washed out
because of rain.

When the match was
called off England was
batting 258 for five wick-
ets, needed another 99
runs for victory but was
ahead by six runs when
rain washed out the
remainder of the day’s

play.

The 356 scored by
the West Indies was the
highest fourth total in
One-Day Internationals
and highest-ever against
England.

England seemed on
course to complete their
highest-ever successful
run chase when opener
Jason Roy scored 84 in
an opening stand of 126
with Johnny Bairstow
who made 39.

But fast bowler Alzarri
Joseph intervened with
an outstanding spell to
claim five for 56 to bring
back West Indies into
the contest by reducing
England to 181 for five
in the 28th over.

Joseph, at the age of
20 became the youngest
fast bowler to take a five-
wicket haul in One-Day
Internationals.

However, Mooen Ali
proved the Windies tor-
ment again, hitting an
unbeaten 48 in a 77-run
six-wicket stand with
Jos Butler who made 43
not out, to get England

ahead of the required
run rate when the rain
stopped play.

When West Indies bat-
ted after being sent in by
England they slipped to
33 for three, with tal-
ismanic opener Chris
Gayle out for two in the
fourth over, with Shai
Hope (11) and Marlon
Samuels (1) back in the
pavilion.

Lewis stroked 17 fours
and seven sixes off 130
deliveries, the fourth
highest individual score
by a West Indies bats-
man in One-Day Inter-
nationals.

He added 168 with
Captain Jason Holder in
a record stand for the
fifth wicket against Eng-
land.
